Corn ami bran, DM half inch, give
good results, and may be need when
oats are no: available Alfalfa in lim-

ited Quantities may bo fed to horses
doing ordinary farm work, but nhouid
be fed in connection with timothy,
POr light Dorses doing rood work, corn
must be fed in very limited quantities
Roadatari and driven do cry well on
n rin Ion of Ova parts oats, ouu part
bran, and timothy hay. Tho propor-
tion of bay should bo comparatively
email.

During Ibe winter, when there Is

not much work to lie done about the
farm, the ration for work horsoH may
be materially decreased. "Houghing"
horses througji the winter has come
to be Common practice. To be kept
through the winter this way horses
ahould be given a shed for shelter,
pn fer.ibly one opening to ihe south.
As o feed, it was found nt the I'tah
experiment station that ulfalfii alone
was sufficient for maintenance. Well
cured clover bay with some corn fod-

der (stalk nnd earsl may be used, but
a tmiall amount of grain Is advisable.
Timothy hay and corn atover la not
a satisfactory ration for roughing a
horses through the winter. They noad
protein, which may be supplied In the
form of some leguminous crop Horses
that have been treated in this way
should he given grain and exercise at
leart six weeks before being put to
work.

HOW ID KILL MCTEflll

By A. C. Page of the Agricultural
College of' Mlttourli Univer-

sity of Missouri.

Kvcryone knows that milk will keep
longer If It Is kept mid than Ii will If
It is warm. How many, however,
know Just why this is'.' The explana-
tion is fairly simple,

Milk as It Is ordinarily drawn. In
an open bucket, with panicles of dirt
and dust falling In, contains, a large
number of bacteria. These are of all
kinds, nod some arc harmful und some
nre not One kind, Hit lactic neld bac-
teria, groWf foster than the olhers do
in the fresh warm milk, ami soon mul-
tiplies In numbers. I'.verv half hour,
In frcHh warm milk, these bacteria
just double their numbi

Figure how many there will be in
two or three hours If tin i. u.--e ten or
llftecn thousand per ruOie centimeter
In the beginning. Ami thl Is a small
number compared to thoee that may
be In very dirty milk

These ladle acid germs nre not
harmful to the human body, but they
cause the milk to sour They cat up
tin; sugar which Is In the milk, nnd
change It into lactic acid, from which
they get their name, This acid la
what you taste us the smir part In
soured milk.

The curdling of the milk Is caused
Indirectly by this first process.

The important thing about these
bacteria Is that as booh as the milk
Is cold they aliuust atop growing, and
If it becomes very cold they almost die
out.

To keep the milk sweet, then, It Is
necessary to get It cooled off ns aoon
as possible after milking. If there Is
much milk to handle. Ii will pay to uso
one of the many "aerators" which arc
on the market. These are really only
coolers. Milk set nway In a large con
or Jar will stny warm a long time. For

small amount of milk probably tho
best way Is to set It in shallow tin
pans In cold water.

of the quick delivery, and getting
their money quickly.

Wholesalers also maintain the
rlnsi st possible relations with mills
tinning out thi kind of product they
hntuil": mine of them, Indeed, having
actual definite reflations with r rtMn
mills tr Imndle all their pn duct
Thua, your boy. who Is now a matured
man of " to 'J". nnd Is drawing I sal-

ary of perhaps ttl a month, will be
chosen to make the annual or semi-

annual visit the firm pays to the mills,
spending several weeks looking Into
manufacturing conditions and sign-

ing contracts.
This gives hlni personal standing

with the mill men nnd also a close
knowledge of the genernl phases of
manufacturing, cost, output, freight
rates to various poln's, the probable
production and Its Influence on prices,
etc Also h tins boon vlsl'lng the re-

tail dealers that handle this lumbar
nnd knows Just ns Intimately all their
requirements in the wny of prices.
Quantity, etc So h" has heroine the
keen, able connecting link betwoeg
producer and consumer.

Don't you see wbnt a btg future
there ll In store for him? Hefore long
h" III llkelv start In n firm of his
own. with an nsmclate or two, one of
Itieni devoting himself to the selling
nnd the other to the buying end He
will not require nicch money to do
this, fnr he has established credit with
the mill men, and can sell to retailers
before he has to pay the manufac
turer.

From here on hU line of work will
be w hat he chooses to make It. As h

has set out to be a rcnl lumberman,
with a mill of bis own. he will look
for opportunities to get Into some
manufacturing firm. This mny com
through nn offer to be eastern selling
representative of a large mill, plurlng
all Its product, and later on to go to
that mill as ruldeut manager of the
snles department, the biggest end of
the business, and. ultimately, by the
time he Is N or 40 he will have oppor-
tunity to be taken In oh a member of
that or some other firm.

partments of Industrial life In the
WOTldi with the high sodal and busl- -

ness standing he deservo3 and abun-
dant financial reward.

a lofty place In the Industrial world.

Th' biggest end of sny business Is

tie marketing or selling of the prod-

uct, for no producer enn thrive unless
he can dispose of his wares profitably
This makes lumbering a sort of para-

dox; for the owners of the btggeet saw-

mills, the most successful bjfflbeiUieu,
are not always the greatest eipefta In
the mechanical phnses of their mills.
Ihe ones who know most ghoul lumber
I reduction technically ; hut IMJ be the
ones so clever nnd expert in 'd that
they can so handle their shli nts as
to sell nt greater profit than their
competitors. Let us say that yoUT boy.
rot rating much for Baehl s, has
taken up this line.

All that Is necessary for Ii to do
Is tn get a (oh with the ItttnL nan In

the home town If you live ' a vil
lage HO mil h the better: f'" lien his
experience will be more rnrled. He
will have to help unload in pile the
li in tier nnd shingles that run . In to
replenish the Block. SheCS accord-
ing to board measurenieii' iho in-

voices, help In keeping th' ooks of
accounts, nsslst In figurine up the
prion nt which the lumber must be
sold In order tn faallia an adoquato
profit, srii to local eontractorg and
builders, etc And for all this he will
be pnbl what his employer ililnks h"
earns, possibly 3ii n month or so. If
he should be employed In a city yard
he would get from $4" to 60 ifter ho
hnd ncnulred Rome ability.

It will require a year or so before

This study most Important for

He
knows the freight rates from that mill
to his own town. Thus a telegfggg or-
dering n carload of this or that may
result In a savftig of 20 to 50 or
more, enough to change a close shave
Into really profitable business. i

Dy the time your boy has become
aOQUalnted with the varlou kinds of
lumber sold In your town ami learned
the yard business sufficiently .veil to
be able to bandlo all departments
without any directions from anybody,
unless he should prefer to stay until
he becomes a member of thn Arm
widen he probably would be in time
he Bhould go to some large railroad
center In the cast or middle west,
where he will And wholesale lumber-
ing an Important business, nnd aet a
Job. There should not be any special
timcnlt.v In doing this, for be will have
