TER OF REPUTE
Has 3000 People, 6 Per Cent
Study Music.

Last Bunday's Republic con-
tained a nice write-up of the

thg work of {musieal interests of 8. B. Missou-

ri, which shows that 6 per cent
of the population of Farmington
are either students or teachers
of music and that this city is
far up in the scale towering
above its neighbore, St. Louis
not excepted.

The following excerpt from
the write-up which was contri-
buted by Mr. Edward C. Barroll,
the popular teacher and director
of music in this city, says:

“Down here in Southeastern
Missouri there are orchestras of
real merit at Flat River, Bonne
Terre, Cape Girardeau and Pop-
lar Bluff, for instance, as well as
the organization here at Farm-
ington, which musie lovers here-
abouts have considered perhaps
the best of the lot for a couple
of years.

This little town, as you already
know, has beéen for thirty years
a musical center in so far as a
country town can be. There are
two thoroughly well establighed
music schools here— teaching
music exclusively—and Carleton
College also runs a music depart-
ment.

I personally know five inde-
pendent teachers also—and I am
compiling a “census” just for
curiosity, I found there are be-
tween 1560 and 200 individuals in
this town of 3,000 people who are
regularly studying musie—vo-
cal or instrumental.

The town has four orchestral
organizations besides the one
'which bears my name—and, up-
on occasion, it is possible to
gather up an orchestra of 30
pieces within the town. I would
