CHOOSING DELEGATES

“The plank sdopted at the Demo.
eratic Convention at Baltimore con-
cerning the election of national dele-
gates was a suggestion and is not
mandatory,” says Chairman D. F.
MeCombs of the National Democrutic
Committee. “I doubt,"” says he, “if
delegates elected in primary, where
no provision is made in the State's
primary law, would be seated by the
convention." This decision was made
by Chairman MeCombs because of the
attitude of the Arkansas State Dem-
oeratic Commitlee which had declar-
ed that delegntes must seek nominn-
tion in a primary, notwithstanding
that State's primary law makes no
provision for the election of delegutes
to the nationa]l convention nor of
committeemen,

In fact, few if any of the States
| have primary Inws that make provi-
sion for the election of delegates to
nationnl political conventions. The
1 iden is a new one, and wys ndopted by
| the Baltimore Convention ax cvidence
| that the party favored that mode of
the proper
State primary eloction provision must
first be made before a legnl clection
for such purpose could be held.

Take the primary election inw of
Missouri for instance. It not only
mukes no provizion for the election of
delegates to national political con-
ventions, but it must be held in Au-
gust of each year, whereas the Dem-
otratic National Convention is called
to meet in St, Louis on June 14th, So
that delegates could not be elected
under that law.

If the holding of a party primary to
elect delegates were ordered by the
State Commitiee of any party, und
the practice were sanctioned by the
National Committee of that party, it
would have to be held under regulu-
tions adopted by the National Com-
mittee and not under legal restraint.
Besides, the expense of conducting
such a primary would have to be met
by the party and not by the State,
which means that the candidates
would have to be assessed fo meet
that expense—an exaction to which
few aspiring to be delegates would
be able or willing to submit.

It follows then that the delegates

| to both the Democratic and Republi-

can Conventions in this State at least
will be chosen under the old rules or
custom—by convention. The Demo-
eratic method is that all delegates—
nt-large and district—are elected by a
State Convention—the four delegates
ut large by vote of the whole conven-
tion, and the thirty-two district dele-
gates by the delegates of the State
Convenion of each representutive dis-
trict. The Republican method bas
been for the State Convention to
elect the delegates at large, and sep-
arate District Conventions in each of
the distriets to elect their district del-
egaes,

check.

SWAMP RECLAMATION,,

The sixth annual meeting of the
National Drainage Congress wifl be
held at Cairo, Ill., on the 18th, 20th
und 21st inst. The chief purpose of
this Congress ig to get national legis-
lation that will bring about the recls-
mation of the more than eighty mil-
lion acres of swamp and overflowed
lands in the United States. John H.
Nolen, Commissioner of Land Recla-
mation for Missouri, is the Missouri
Executive Committeeman of the
Drainnge Congress. Speaker Champ
Clark, John Sharp Willinms of Mis.
sissippi and some members of Pres-
ident Wilson's Cnbinet will be II'IIDI’]I{
the speakers.

Just think what the reclamntion of
these 80,000,000 scres of swamp and
overflowed lands would add to the
agriculturnl wealth to say nothing of
the health of the country, That the
movement is practical has been thor-
oughly demonstrated by the large
uren of swamp lands that has heen
reclaimed in Southeast Misgouri and
around New Orleans. Around this
city many thousands of acres of
swamp and reptile infested land huve
been reclaimed by private enterprise
and converted into orange groves and
fertile truck farms, and in turn have
contributed much to the wealth and
beauty of the surrounding ecbuntry
and to the general heaithfulness of
the Crescent City.

There are millions, a veritable gold
mine, in the rich, alluvial soil of the
swamp lands of the Mississippi Val-
ley when once drained of their stag-
nant, mosquito-breeding, disense-ex-
haling waters. It is an enterprise in
which the government may well take
an active interest.

HENSLEY BEGINS FIGHT

Another step in the fight ngninst
preparedness, says o Washington tele-
gram of the Tth, was taken in the
House on Thursday when Represent-
ative Hensley of the Thirteenth Mis-
souri district introduced a drastie
resolution demanding an  investiga-
tion of the organizations engoged in
defense propaganda. The resolution
will be pressed by the anti-prepared-
ness faction among House Democrats,
led by Representative Hensley, as
part of the struggle to defeat the nd-
ministration defense program.

The resolution would give the pro-
posed committee wide inquisitorial
powers, Representative Hensley an-
nounced his intention of secking an
immediate hearing before the Rules
Committee, to which the resolution
was referred, and of pressing the
measure before the House as soon as
possible,

Snuffed Out

by Mexican

Guerillas

Washington, January 12.—Secre-
tary Lansing today telegraphed to
General Carranza, ealling for prompt,
public punishment of the bandits who
exeeutad 16 or 17 Americans nenr
Chihuahon Monday. Through Eliseo
Arredondo, the newly appointed Mox-
ican Ambassador here, it wak nrrang-
e to bring the bodies from Chihua-
hua to Jusrez today on a special train.

It was announced al the State De-
partment that Secretary Lansing's
protest went by telegraph to Ameri-
ean Consul Silliman at Querretaro
and demands protection for Ameri-
cans in the district, which is =aid to
be controlled by the defactd govern-
ment of Mexieo, It denounces the
murders at “a dastardly outrage.”

Mr. Lansing's dispatch says the
murdered men were traveling under
safe conduets isgued by military com-
manders of the Carranza government
and that they apparently were slain
solely because they were Americans,

Secretary Lansing issued a state-
ment in which he said the State De.
partment “feels that it took every
possible precaution to prevent Amer-
icuns from exposing their lives in a
region where guerilla warfare is in
progress,” and that “it is to be de-
plored thot its advice was not follow-
t‘d.“

“Every step will be taken to see
that the perpetrators of this dastard-
ly crime are apprehended and pun-
ished,"” he said.

The Secretary said the . United
States would look to Gen. Carranza
for satisfaction. The question of
what steps the United States will
take depends upon development of the
fucts,

President Wilson was m communi-
ention early today with Secretaries
Garrison and Lansing and soon in-
structions were issued to send to the
White House all faets as rapidly as
received. Adviees that at least 16
Americans were killed were received
by Major-General Scott, chief of
staff of the Army, and also by the
State Department.

Secretary Lansing's statement fol-
lows:

“In October the departmont sent
the strongest kind of instructions to
the Consuls in the States of Chihua-
hun and Senorn, calling upon them to
use every means in their power to
persuade Amerieans to leave imme-
diately for United States territory,
and these Consuls were instructed to
employ specinl riders to carry this
message to Americans located in iso-
lated sections. A few came out.
Some, regardless of the disturbed
conditions existing in Mexico, did not
heed the warning.

“It was only two or three weeks
ago that Villa detained 30 Americans
in the very district in which the un-
fortunate Amerieans now reported
killed met their death, Great alarm
was felt for the safety of these 30
Americans, Recently the Villistas
are =aid to have stated they would
kill Americans in Chihuahua terri-
tory in order to force Americen inter-
vention.

“Within the past week or 10 days,
three employes of the Hearst ranch,
in Chihuahun, near the place where
Americans are now reported slain,
ware reported to have heen executed.
Two of these three employes d

“Whereas, Many asuch outrages
bave been committed by the armed
forees of some of the one or more al.
leged revolutionary leaders, whose
warfare is & method of brigandage
perpetrated by bandits; and,

“Whereas, Conditions sinee the rec-
ognition of Carranza, one of the alleg-
ed revolutionary leaders, show no
improvement, nor does the Govern-
ment manifest any tendency or suf-
ficient strength to restore order or
maintain civil government adequate
to the protection of life and property;
and,

“Wherenas, this Government huas
promulgated and still adheres, so far
as known, to what is commonly called
the Monroe Doctrine, under which the
Governments of the Old World are
prevented from the protection of their
own citizens or subjects by armed
force, and such foreign Governments
being so barred from the protection
of their citizens or subjects because
of the attitude of the United States
on the Monroe Doctrine, thereby ren-
der, it is alleged, the United States
responsible for the loss of life or prop-
erty resulting from conditions in Mex-
ito, and such claim, whether well
founded or mot, is of an arbitrary
character, which may subject us to
arbitration before tribunnl on the
question of damages; and,

“Whereas, Such civil strife in
Northern Mexico has endangered the
life, limb and property of the people
of the border states of this country
and conditions have now reached that
stage no longer tolerable to peace and
good order of the border States of
this Union, or the life and security of
American citizens or other aliens in
Mexico.

Urges Demand on Carranza

“Therefore be it resolved: That it
is the sense of the Senate, the House
concurring, that the Government de-
mand of Carranza, who has been re-
cently recognized as the head of an
established government in Mexico,
that he protect and save the lives and
property of Americans and other
aliens in that country.

“And that the other Governments
in the Western Hemisphere that late-
ly joined in such recognition be in-
vited to unite in that demand and that
in the event of failure of Carranza
proniptly to furnish such protection,
that the President be, and is hereby
requested, to invite the co-operation
of such Governments heretofore join.
ing with us in intervening for the res-
toration and peace and good order
and the protection of the lives and
property not only of American citi-
zens, but other aliens and of pence-
able citizens, and when such order is
restored and a Government adequate
to continue. snd sustain such protec-
tion is estublished, that the United
States withdraw from that country,
and

“It is further resolved to be the
sole and only purpose of this Govern-
ment to enter the territory of Mexico
for the purpone indicated.”
