Patron-

age is power. Whoever controls it is

political master. Sometimes the
President quarrels with members of
his party. To punish them he will ap-

point postmasters, collectors, and so

on, who are hostile to the Senator.
President Taft, for example, tried to
punish the insurgents by appointing
stand-p- Republicans in insurgent
districts. The effect of this is to
build up a rival machine and weaken
the representative in his constituen-

cy. To protect themselves Senators
devised the rule of courtesy, and re-

gardless of party they will often re-

fuse to confirm an appointment which

is "personally offensive." A Senator
from New York once kept a man off

the Supreme Court bench because he
had fought Tammany Hall.
