their rights and eager to defend their
honor regardless of personal sncri-
fice, Americanism with all that that
term implies of patriotism, loyalty
und- 2eal, must be from this time
forth the great standing policy of
thie Republie.

Pleads for Patienee

“When you disapprove of some
course of action taken by this govern-
ment, be lenient in your Judgment,
for very often the nction is the result
of vonditions which esannot be mude
publi¢ and which may novor be made
publie: It is always my wish, and 1
lnow that it is the wish of the Presi-
denit, to take the people into our con-
fidence, to tell them }1'ankiy what the
sitiation is; but you must realize that
it eannot be done in cvery cnse. They
must try to be patient and to trust
the government to ‘do the very best
it cun in upholding the national hon-
or and dignity.

“Let me add just o word, When the
forgign policies of the government are
eriticised by honest eritics—1 mean
by “honest™ eritics those who are not
influenced solely by political consider-
ations or personal ambitions—1 often
wonder what the erities would do if
they had the responsibility. Would
they be so bellicose? ’“?::uld they
make demands when it was question-
able whether they could eompel com-
plinmee?  Would they eount the full
cost of their action? | wonder wheth-
ar they would be radicul or eonserva-
tive?

“Responsibility makes a world of
difference in a man's point of view,
When o féew words may plunge this
country intoe war the man who has
the power to utter those words will
think & long, long time before he ux-
ercises that power., He will submit
to & deal of eriticism and endure abuse
and ridicule rather than see the young
men of Ameriea sent forth to die on
the battlefield. Only the suprems ne-
censity of muintalving the honor of
the United States or of defonding its
ihdependence and the libertics its

ople will induee him to speak the
ateful words which may bring death
to thousands of his fellow-country-
men and change the destinies of the
Republie,
