WIt. Rozier Thinks
We Are "InBad

The Times management has been
feeling pretty good since our first ar-
ticle in regard to the trouble in the
Lead Belt. This feeling has been aug-
mented considerably by the numerous
congratulations and expressions of
friendship the management has re-

ceived from many who should be fa-
miliar with the cause of that trouble.
The opinion had been unanimous that
The Times article expressed the ex-
act facts. And now, the apparent
findings that are being made by the
Grand Jury, which have not yet been
made public, appears to be right in
line with the article that appeared in
this paper the week succeeding the
Lead Belt trouble.

But on last Friday afternoon, Hon.
E. A. Rozier of this city, whose prin-
cipal business is attorney for some of
the lead companies, called at this of-
fice and stated that he would have to
insist that his professional card and
subscription to this paper be discon-
tinued; that the paper had gone en-

tirely too far in its misrepresenta-
tions of the cause that lead up to the
recent labor troubles; that he consid-
ered its course as nothing less than
anarchy; that it was not the first
time this paper had gotten on his
"nerves," but that this time it had
"kicked clear outside of the traces,"
and that he could not tolerate it fur-
ther, or words to that effect.

When he had finished, we informed
Mr. Rozier that it was his right and
privilege to remove his patronage from
this paper; that it was also our priv-
ilege to conduct this paper as we
thought and felt was for the best
good, not only for ourselves, but for
the people in general; that it was al-

ways our pleasure to publish the
truth in this ppaer, and that our
write-u- p of the trouble in the Lead
Belt, which occurred a week previous,
was the exact truth, as we saw it at
that time; that we felt, and still feel,
that this is the time for all Americans
to stand loyally for America and
Americans, and that the present war
perhaps caused us to express our-
selves more forcefully than we woula
'iave done at another time.

Our visitor then said that he did
not concede to any man more sterling
loyalty to America than he possessed.
The writer replied that he had heard
Mr. Rozier's "loyalty" spoken of. This,
in br ief, was the substance of the in-

terview. It was President Wilson,
was it not, who recently warned
against getting "profit" and "patriot-
ism" mixed ? There is often real dan-
ger of just such things happening, es-
pecially in these strenuous times. Of
course we could hardly expect to se-
cure Mr. Rozier's consent that we
viewed the late trouble in the Lead
Belt from the correct viewpoint. Our
viewpoint and his is somewhat re-
moved from each other in regard to
such matters, as they are also in re-
gard to the "various other things"
which had grated on his nerves, such
us The Times rendering valuable as-

sistance in regard to getting the
mining properties tax assessments
raised considerable, at least a couple
of times.

No, Mr. Rozier, you and The Times
management could never view such
things as the labor conditions in the
Lead Belt in the same light, especially
while you are in the employ of the
lead companies and The Times is
not. While we are absolutely in fa-
vor of giving the lead companies a
square deal, we are going to continue
to insist that American workmen
throughout that district be given the
same square deal and that both deals
be kept absolutely square. The lead
companies do not own a dollar of
stock in The Times corporation
(something but few other papers in
St. Francois county can truthfully
say), and the present editor still
stands, as he has always stood, for a
square deal between man and man,
regardless of the financial position of
either. We will try to get along with-
out Mr. Rozier's support, and the num-
erous compliments which have been
pouring in upon us gives us additional
hope that we will get along somehow.

To Other Fields
Dr. and Mrs. W. G. Patton will leave

the first of next week for a month's
visit to Macatawa, Mich., where they
will spend a month in recuperating in
that delightful summer resort. The
Doctor already has his fishing tackle
in shape, and his mouth actually wa-
ters when reciting absorbing experi-

That his heart
was in his work his record there
throughout his incumbency will abund
antly testify, ana that his many
friends he leaves, both in that institu
tion and in f armington, will sadly
miss him. is a foregone conclusion.

If this
had not been done, there would have
been trouble long ago over the for- -
e:gn question.

The grievance of the district against
the foreigner is not generally under-
stood outside, but the fact is that the
companies operating in the district
operate their business by the methods
of the cave men in their dealing with
laboring men, and with a reckless dis-
regard of the welfare and prosperity
of the entire outside business com-
munity.

Job Selling Causes Discontent.
For years everyone in the district

has known that it was the settled pol-
icy of certain mine foremen to sell
jobs above the job of shoveler to for-
eigners. Foreigners perhaps average
up better as shovelers and Americans
average up better at the jobs requir-
ing brains or skill and it is nearly a
certainty that when a foreigner is giv-
en a job better than that of a shoveler
he has bought the job. This matter of
selling jobs to foreigners is perhaps
more responsible than any other one
thing for conditions in the Lead Belt.

Foreigners Sometimes Boast.
Add to that a few well authenticat-

ed cases where foreigners have boast-
ed to Americans that the American
would have to go to war and the for-
eigner would get his job: add the re
cent importation of more foreigners
and then a batch ot Mexicans import-
ed and any one can see that a confla-
gration of passion would be lit in any
community by a few agitators. It is
a very serious question whether or not
any person or corporation has a right
to so conduct their ariairs as to jeo-
pardize the lives and DroDertv of
others, and it seems to me that the
men of Hat River should, on their
part, see that a certain per cent of
foreigners are necessary and that the
companies should recognize conditions
and give to Americans preference as
to jobs. One example in the district
is worthy of note.

Unless such
policy is put in force there is no tell-
ing what will happen.

well stated, in the following; whereas,
facts were as scarce as "hen's teeth
in all the articles published in the
same paper, which had been sent in
by "special" writers, who were sup
posed to have actually been in the
disturbed district. You remember
how those articles all branded the
"rioters" as a band of thieves and out-
laws, who acted without any provoca-
tion whatsoever. Now read the fol-

lowing and note the changed expres
sion:

At the close of a strenuous week
by the St. Francois County Riot
Grand Jury, which heard 70 witnesses
and who will hear 100 more next week,
Thomas A. Mathews, Prosecuting
Attorney of St. Francoio county, last
nig.r said:

"It is a definitely settled fact that
there were in Flat River at the start
of the labor riots on Friday night,
July 3, many strangers, and the first
riot crowd was made up largely of
these strangers and was led by E.
Lakiii3, who had been in the district
but a few days and w!:o left that
night for parts unknown.

Affiliation Not Known.
"Whetl.er Lakins and the other

strangers were members of the I. W.
W. or were agents of the German
Government there is absolutely no
way of knowing. They seem to have
melted from the face of the earth.
Every one who has been in Flat River
knows that the rioting stalled at Doe
Run shaft No. 1 and that the shaft
foreman, Mr. Labruyer. tried to ad
dress the men. Mr. Labruyer knew
none of the men.

Suit Filed Against
Jacob Day

Tuesday's contained
the following account of a suit hav-
ing just been filed in that city against
Jacob Day, the well known Farming-to- n

citizen, on an alleged breech of a
written contract. The notice reads:

"Jacob C. Langdon, a real estate
agent of Bentonville, Ark., filed suit
in the United States District Court
yesterday against Jacob Day, a farm-
er of Farmington, Mo., for $69,965
for failure to carry out a real estate
agreement.

"On April 30, i917, Day, accord-
ing to Langdon's attorney, Fred S.
Hall, signed a contract with Lang
don in which he agreed to exchange
1300 acres of Louisiana land for 1043
acres of Missouri land and accept a
mortgage on the Louisiana land for

to be loaned Langdon.
"A short time after the contract

was made oil. was discovered on Day's
land, whereupon Day refused to abide
by the contract, it is said. Langdon
then claimed the land was worth $75,-00- 0

and when Day refused to fulfill
his part of the agreement he started
suit against him.

"Langdon says he lost the value of
Day's land, which he places at $75,-00-

and the $20,000 which Day agreed
to loan him, and is only partly rec-
ompensed by the Missouri land, which
he values at $25,035."

Mr. Day's many friends cannot un-

derstand how he could have gotten in-

to such a mix-u- as all know him to
be strictly a man of his word, and
cannot believe that he knowingly vio-

lated any agreement previously made.
All who know him are also aware of
the fact that a judgment against him
is as good as gold.
