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PRESIDENT WILSON'S
TRIBUTE TO FRANCE

Paris, Dec, 14, 1918,

President and  Madame  Poincare
gave a luncheon at the Palais d'Elysee
in honor of President and Mrs. Wil-
son. In his address to President Wil-
son, President Poincare said:

“Mr. President: Paris and France
awaited you with impatience. The
are eager to acclaim in yvou the illus-
trious demoernt whose words and
deeds  were inspired by exalted
thought, the philosopher delighting in
the solution of universal luwa from
particular events, the eminent states-
man who had found a way to express
the highest political and moral truths
in formulas which bear the stamp of
immortality.

“They had also a passionate desire
to offer thanks, in vour person, to
the great republie of which you are
the chief, for the invaluable assist-
ance which had been given spontanes
ously during this war, to the defend-
ers of right and liberty.

“Even before America hod resolved
to intervene in the strugele, she had
shown to the wounded and the or-
phana of Frunee u solivitude and a
grenorosity the memary of which will
alwnays be enshrined in our hearts.

“The liberality of your Red Cross,
the countless gifts of your fellow cit-
inens, the ingpiring initintive of Amer-
iean women anticipated your military
and naval acton and showed the world
to which side your sympathies in-
clined,  And on the day when you
flung yourselves into the battle with
what detemination your great people
and yourself prepared for united sue-
reRs,

“Some months ago you cabled to
me that the United States would send
ever-inerensing forces until the day
had been reached in which the allied
armies were able to submerge the en-
emy under an overwhelming flow of
new divisions and in effect for more
than a year n steady stream of youth
and cnergy has been poured out upon
the shores of France.

“No soaner had they landed that
your gallant battalions, fired by their
vhief, Gen. Pershing, flung themselves
into the combut with such a manly
contempt of danger, such o amiling
disregard of death, that olir Jonger
experience of this terrible war often
moved us ta eounsel prudence. They
brought with them, in arriving here,
the enthusinsm of crusaders lenving
four the Holy Land.

“It is their right today to look with
pride upon the work accomplished and
to feel ussured that they have power-
fully aided by their cournge and their
fllﬂil.

“Lager as they were to mect the
enemy, they did not know when they
arrived the enormity of his  crimes,
That they might know haw the Ger-
man arimies make war, it had  been
necossiry that they see tuwns sys-
tematically burned down, mines flood-
@, Factories reduced to ashes, or-
chards "devastated, eathedrals shelled
and fired—all that deliberated sav-
agery nimod  to destroy, national
wealth, nuture and beauty which the
imagination could not cenceive at a
distance from the men and things that
have endured it and today bear wit-
ness to it.

“You, Mr. President, will be able to
mensure with your own eyes the ex-
tent of the disasters and the French
Government will muke known to you
the suthentic documents in which the
German general stafl develaped with
nstounding eynleism its program of

illage and industrinl annihilation

fouir noble conscience will pronounce
a verdict on these facts.

“Should this guilt remain unpun-
ished, could it be renewed, the most
splendid victories would be in vain,

*Mr, President, Franee has strug-
gled, has endured and has suffered
during four long years; she has bled
at every veing she has lost the best of
her children; she mourns ' for her
vouth. She yearns now even as you
do for a peace of justice and security.

“It was not that she might be ex-
posed once agnin to aggression that
she submitted to such sacrifices, Nor
wns it in order that!criminals gho}llrd

unpunished, that they might lift
Elfeir t?ends agnin to mnge ready for
new crimes, that under your stron
leadership America armed herself an
crossed the ocean. .

“Faithful to the memory of Lafay-
ette and Rochambeau, she came to the
aid of France because France hersell
was faithful to her traditions. Our
common ideal has triumphed. To-
gether we have defended the vital
principles of free nations.

“Now we must build together such
a peace us will forbid the deliberate
and hypocritical renewing of an or-
ganism aiming at conquest and op-
pression.

"“Peace must make amends for the
misery and sadness of yesterdny and
it: must be a guarantee against the

“Whatever sunfeguards we  may
erect for the future no one, alas, can
ngsert that we shall forever spare to
munkind the horrors of new  wars,
Five years ago the progress of science
and the state of eivilization might
have permitted the hope that no gov-
ernment, however autoeratie, would
have succeeded in hurling armed. na-
tions upon Belgium and Siberia.

“Without lending ourselves to the

illusion that posterity will be forever
more safe from these collective fol-
lies, we must introduce into the pesce
we are going to build up all the con-
ditions of justice and all the safe-
irunrds of civilization that we can put
in it, -
“To such a vast and magnificent
task, Mr. President, you have chosen
to come und apply yourself in  con-
cert with Franee,

“France offers you her thanks, She
knows the friendship of  America.
She knows your rectitude and eleva-
tion of spirit. 1t is in the fullest con-
fidence that she is ready to work with

you.

“1 lift my glass, Mr. President, in
your honor and in honor of Mrs, Wil-
son, 1 drink to the prosperity of the
republic of the United States, our
gront friend of yesterday and of other
duys, of tomorrow and of all time."

President Wilson's Reply

President Wilson, in roplying  to
President Poincare, said:

“Mr. President: 1 am deeply in-

inge. It is very delightful to find my-
self in Franee and to feel the quick
sympathy and unaffected friendship |
between the representatives of the,
United States und the representatives
of I'rance.

“You have boon very generous in
what you were pleased to say about
myself, but 1 feel that what | have
sail and whut | have tried to do as
has been said and done only in an at-
tempt to speal the thought of the
people of the United States truly and
to carry that thought out in action,
“From the first the thought of the
people of the United States turned to-
ward something more than the mere
winning of this war. It turned to the
estollishment of eternal principles of
right and justice. It realized that
merely to win the war was not
enough; that it must be won in such
a way and the juestions rafsed by it
settled in such 4 way ax to insure
the future pence of the world and lay
the foundation: for the freedom and
happiness of its muny peoples and nn-
tiong,

“Never befork has war 'worn so tor-
rible a visage or oxhibited more
prossly the dolipsing influence of il-
licit ambitions. I am sure that 1
shall look upon the ruin wrought by
the armies of the Central Empires
with the same repulsion and deep in-
dignation that they stir in the hearts
of the men of France and Belgium,
and I appreciate, ns you do, sir, the
necessity of such action in the final
settlement of the issue of the war as
will not only rebuke such acts of ter-
ror and spoilation, but make men ev-
erywhere nware that they cannot be
ventured upon without the certainty
of just punishment.

"1 know with what ardor and eén-
thusinsm the =oldiers and aailors of
the United States hove given  the
best that was (n them in this war of
redemption, They huve expressed the
true spirit of Americn. They believe
their deals to he ptable to free
peaples everywhoere
to have playved the part they have
played in giving reality to those ideals
in co-operation with the armies of the |
Allies,

“We are proud of the part  they
have played and we are happy that
they should have been associnted with
such comrades In o common cnuse,

“It i with peculinr feeling, Mr.

President, that 1 find  myself in
France, joining with you in rejoicing
over the wvietory that hus been won,
The ties thut bLind Franee and the
United States nre peculinrly elose,
1 do not know in what other com-
radeship we coulil have fought with
more xest or enthusinsm. It will daily
he @ matter of pleasire with me to
be brought into consultation with the
stutesmen of Irance and her allies in
concerting the measure by which we
may  cecure permanence for  these
happy relations of friendship and co-
operation, and secure for the world at
InFge such sufety and freedom in its
life #s can be docured only by the
cofistant assoclation and co-operation
of friends.

I greet you, not only with deep
personal respect, but as the represen-
tative of the great people of France,
amnd beg to bring you the greetings
of another great people to whom the
fortunes of France are of profound
and lasting interest.

“1 raise my eliss to the health of
the President of the French republic
and to Mme, Poineare and the pros-
perity of France,”

The following lotter wug  reccived
recently from Stanley  Hiaynes, of
France, by his futher, ?in\mrd Huaynes,
of Route 2:

Chateauroux, Fr.,, Nov. 24, 1918,
Dear Papa:—It secems that thiere are
days for everything, nowadays. | see
in the paper that the 24th is to be
“Dad's Day", and it is nsked that ev-
erybody get their writing artillery in
action for a great Christmas drive. |
don't know that one day is any better
than another; but I've been thinking
of writing for zeveral days, and seems
that I've got into that old habit of
putting off writing from one day to
another, so I guess falling in with the
writing squad will be a good way of
getting u letter written,

They huve lifted the lid on the cen-
soring a little. But there isn't much
more for us to write back here than
usunl. T might tell a little abhout the
trip over here; it is ancient history
now, but guess it will he news to you.

We sailed on the 2150 of May, and
landed in East London on the fifth of
June, being on board ship  fifteen
doys. We had fine weather all the
across, with the oxception of
vs, when it roined, and
the sen was quite rough,  Eversthing
went [ine until abiout seven o'cloek on
the evd of the second of June, Then,
for the first time, we realized that we

o

were in dangerous  waters,  There
wereg two or three *“subs”™ sighted,
anid there waw considerable  execite-

ment for a while, but the destroyers
were vight on the job, and after they
had sent down about thirty depth-
bambs, there were no more  “subs™
seem, 1 wish you could have seen
those destroyers work, It was mar-
veloug how they got around. There
were cight of them and they were all
waorking for all they were worth, And |
they were worth quite u bit, for they
were gharviding sixteen  big  trans-
ports, So you dee if it hadn't been |
for them, before sunrise the next
morning, the last of the transports
woltld lave probably submerged and |
the U-boeats hove been floating around
rejoicing over the victory; but as it
was, they got an awful shaking, if
they didn’t take up their abode in the
bottam of the sen. Those bombs cer-
tainly have some force. When they
exploded it would jur the big ships
like o big explosion jars o house; and|
the whales would come floating to the |
top like fish do when o stick of pow- |
der is thrown in the water. This took
place just off the coast of Ireland,|
whero the “subs” huve gotten in|
quite & bit of their deadly work.

We only spent two days in England.
We went from London to Southampton
ani rested up for a couple of days und
then erossed the Channel to Lo Horve,
France; stayed there one night. That
wns the only time I hgard the guns.
They were rumbling ull night like
tistant thunder. But in the day time
you couldn't hear them. 1 guess it
was because there was spo much other
noise, We loaded in box cars at La
Harve, and went to Blois; stayed
there four days. in some of Napoleon's
old barracks. Then we moved on up
here where we are now, Since we've
been here we have had plenty of work
to do. Just ahout the time we would
begin to get some of the patients out,
and think we were Tﬂng to have it.a
little ensy for a while, & train would
come in with three or four hundred pn-
tients; then we would have to get
busy again.

I guess it will not be s0 bad from
now on. All the patients we get
now, will be from other hospitals, and
will he fixed up in pretty pood shape
before we get them.

We sre having fine weatler now;
think it will check the influenza and
pneumenia epidemie.

I doh't know when we will be home,
but guess we will get back next sum-
mer, if not sooner,

FROM ROY BENTLEY

Beaufort, France, Nov, 12, 1918.

Dear Folks:—Well, I'm so happy to-
night I cun hardly write. Don't know
where to start. The armistice was
signed and they ceascd firing yester-
day at 11 a. m. How different it
seems to go around without dodging
shells and to have a light. I am sit-
ting in an old rock house with u little
German stove and have an old wopden
bedstead full of good hay to sleep in,
what more would & poor man wunt?
Only to be home to mother, Well, we
have accomplished a wonderful thing
and our boys deserve the credit, They
fought hatd, never stopped and didn't
now what it was to say, “I ean't".
We huve been ehasing the Germans
since Nov. 1st, drove them across the
Mouse Hiver and were still  poing
when they said enough, War is o
wonderful thing and I'm glad [ was
here, now that it's all over. We have
been treated good by our * Govern-
ment, but, oh, that shell fire, when
you go to bed thinking you would
never get up again. It seems so odd
to go about without gas mask and
helmet, 1 guess it's settled now that
everything is signed for peace, so the
question is now, “When do we start
home?" No one knows yet. We
hear all sorts of rumors; some say we
are to stay three or four months as
guards and some say we are the first
to go home. At any rate, I'm =atis-
fied anywhere now. 1 think we, with
three more divisions, may stay a
while and guard along the river
Rhine, as wo ure among Gen. Persh-
ing's prize divisions, The lst, 2nd,
ird, d2nd and 89th are hiz pride and
those ure the boys that finished the
war.

We started the last big drive on

Nov, 1st, drove them back about 40
miles und wers still going when they
il enoupgh. My Buddy just brought
in the dope that ocur regiment is to]
be filled up and fully equipped  and
start through Germany to i\'u- poust,
That's the way we hear it all
long,

I am still thanking God that 1 am
heve and all togather. 1 suppose you
received the news the same day and
many & gad heart it made glad and
of eourge many & henrt wns already
broken bLut they still have something
to be proud of; their sons died on the
battletield af Glory. 1 often think of
the poor mothers when we boys coine
home and their sons won't be there.

I only hope it won't be long until
wo =il home to God's country, We
huven't seen w  eivilian  in  three
maonths,

Hope you are well and bhappy and
hope to see you soon,
