Activities of Missouri

Farmers' Associations

Hurting the Country Town

Kecently a group of farm clubs near
one of the important trading centers
in Lincoln eounty, Ma,, shipped in a
carlond of northern polatoes. They
were No. 1 Early Ohlos of the finest
quality and cost the club  members
£1.30 per Lushel at the ear. In the
meantime while this car wag being
unloaded, the loeal merchants were
holding up the townspeople (und
Tormers who were not elub members)
for 82,80 per bushel for potetoes of
inferior quality, On this basis the
Farm Club members made a clean
suving of $1200 on this one shipment
—and in the face of such profiteering
one may well inquire whether the av-
erage country town his greater ene-
mies than some of its merchants
whose greed knows no limit and yet
who are always rendy to throw a fit
about the “menace” of the Mail Or-
der houses, ete. Al over Missourl
one can find towns of this Kkind—
towns in which the grain, live stock,
poultry or produce markets are con-
ducted on the basis of the “last pound
of flesh” and where merchandise is
ulso sold on the theory of getting “all
the traffic will bear.” As a vesult, it
is not uncommon to see farmors in
such communities drive miles out of
their way to some other town, not on-
lv to get a “square deal” for what
they have to sell but also a fair price
oh the things they are compelled to
buy—and last but not least, to have
the personnl satisfaction of not being
“held up.” Perhaps  these  unfair
towns are the exception rather than
the rule—nnd yet in the sgpregate
there are a lot of them. Apiin, per-
haps it is only right to sy that these
gk binder™ tradesmien are not in the
majority-—that the lion's share of the
merchants in such towns, where the
towns are of any size, are content with
reasonable profits. Al this may be
true but still the fact remains that
these influences, wherever found, are
doing more to pave the way for the
bigg mail order houses than all othey
things combined.

And this is one of the
which the Missouri Farmer's Assn,
has started out to “line up,” Perhaps
more than any other farm organisn-
tion the corn belt hins ever known, it
is the friend of the country town—so
much =0 thot there is an express pro-
viston in every farm elub constitution
wrninst “farmers stores or un inva
<ion of the regular commercial lines.
At it tankes this position, not becnuse
it wants to be patted on the back by
the town man but for the very simple
unidd eold-blooded reason that it regards
the cities and myrind towns of the
land ns the great maw into which the
annual surplus of the farm is fed and
that therefore these cities and myriad
towns need the farmers protection if
he would be nssured of a dependable
murket in the years to come. Per-
hups, in view of the long heard ery
upainst the so-called “middleman’”,
thiz is & new and somewhat strange
doctrine to come from a farm organ-
igntion—and yet the more you unal-
A the more you realize its nheolute
soundness from the dollur stundpoint.
If everybody was a farmer, nobody
would be in the market for the farm-
er's surplus pork, beef and flour.
Therefore, the consumer is every whit
ng vital as the producer and from the
farmer’s standpoint he is just as much
entitled to protection agninst destruc-
tion us are the pigs in the barnyard
who will become the big porkers of to-
muorrow,

But while the Misgowri Farmers'
Associntion is the friend of the coun-
try town and while 98 per cent of its
energies are being directed  toward
compelling o “square deal”" for the
furmers' grain and live stock; once it
enters o community it soon looms up
ns o “big stick” in straightening out
crooked merchandising methods of the
kind above referred to—for when the
spokesmen of 400 or HO0 farm club
members “go on the warpath”, it
don't take them long to make these
small-bore Shylocks “see the light.”
Asg cevidence of it, there was a “big
glump" in the retail price of potatoes
in that part of Lincoln county when
the farm club got through unloading
their car. If there are merchants in
your town who are not playing the
game squarely, the townspeople as
well as the farmers should weleome
the advent of the farm clubs,

Farmers' Co-operative Elevators

The Missouri Farmers' Association
hus just issued a new pamphlet on
Farmers'  Co-operative Slevators
which is perhaps the most complete
and yet simple treatment of this very
important question in print.  Perhaps
60 farmers co-operative elevators
have been or are in the process of be-
ing organized in different parts of
the State by the Association at this
time nnd as soon as spring weather
opens up. several building crews will
start out in as many different direc-
tions, Only recently elevators have
been financed at Vandalia, Nelson and
Dalton, while dozens of communities
huve been held back because of the in-
fluenza epidemic. It is estimated that
an elevator of 25,000 or 30,000 bushels
capacity can be built for from $2000
to $3000 less through the co-operation
of the Missouri Farmers' Association
than if a group of farmers attempted
to build it on their “own hook.”

It will require from §15,000 to $20,-
000 capital stock to build and finance
an elevator of from 25,000 to 40,000
bushels eapacity at the average ship-
ping point, but it is the best invest-
ment any group of farmers ever made,
for it means an honest grain market.
As evidence of this fact, there are
numerous points in Missouri where
the farm clubs realized from $8000 to
$10,000 more during the recent sum-
mer for 756 or 80 _carlonds of wheat
and oats shipped direct than farmers
received on the same amount of grain
in neighboring towns in which the
priviste grain dealers had everything
their own way. In other words, the
farm clubs made enough to pay for
half the entire cost of a splendid ele-
vater plant at the points above re-
ferred to in one season—and there are
several hundred communities in the
State where this performance can be
duplicated.

man of the Executive Committée of
the Missouri Farmers' Association re-
contly put it.

A Big Saving to Farmers

Through the Missouri Farmers' As-
sociation, a great many live stock
shipping associations are being or-
ganized in diferent parts of Missouri
and all of them are proving a great
finuncial suceess, What is a  live
stock shipping association, you ask?
Usually & group of from 150 to 500
farm club members living within the
scope of n certuin shipping  point
who get together, organize o shipping
association, appoint o shipping mana-
ger who on ecertain days doring the
week receives the hogs, fat  cows,
shoep, ete., which the different mem-
bers have rondy for the market. This
munager usually receives so much per
car on all the live stock shipped. It
is his business to “'bunhe
is his businesa to “bunch” the live
stock so that it will be of ns  even
guality a= pessible and in the cuse of
fat cows, bulls and even frequently in
the ease of hogs and sheep where the
quality is not uniform, he marks the
animals contributed by the different
shippers ao they can be identified when
they reach the stock yurds in order
that each fuymer may receive exactly
what his stufl brought, legs his part
if the shipping cost.  Where hogs or
shepp are of practically an even qual-
ity amd welght it is not necessary to
do thia, Tor in such cases they will zell
better in o carload lot than when split
into small bunches in the stock yords
Dt in this respect it is enough to say
that the methods employed in  pac
shipment nre intended to get the “last
penny” for the various contributors,

To uge a sltng porase, the munoager
i the “main guy." He not only per-
forma the duties =et forth nhove but
attends to ordering cars, making se-
tlement with the commission compi-
nies which handle the farm club live
stock and sees that each member gets
n check for his money, less his part of
the shipping cost. In a nut shell the
live stock shipping association elim-
inntes the local “hog buyer” und ob-
taing for its members the full stock-
vards price for their hogs, cattle,
dheep and veals, Of course the plan
dovs not interest the big feeders who
feed on a car-lond basis—but for the
farmer who does not do this—whu sells
perhaps 16 or 20 hogs and two or three
ful eows per year—for such u farmer
it iz o great money saver. There is
ot ut this time n shipping associn-
tion in the State which reports a net
gaving of less than 50¢ per ewt. on
hogs. On twenty 260 pound hogs, this
means o “pick-up” of §25. Many of
the associntions say they are realiz-
ing an inerease over the old way of
£1.00 per ewt.—and an this basis it
would mean a saving of §50 on the
above 20 hogs, But it is on fat cows
thut the showing is most striking and
scores of such cows have brought $26
or §30 more at the central markets
during the last year than the loecal
stock buyer offered.  Recently, the
farm clubs at Green City, Mo,, started
a shipping association and during the
first five weeks of operation  they
saved botter than $1000 above nll ex-
penses—und there are dozens of other
agsocintions which can tell a similar
story, The plan provides a sinking
fund which protects the members
against loss from killed or injured an-
imals.

ECONOMY IN LUBRICATION

One-bo 10 of the troubles experienced
with form machines could be obvinted
if proper regard were paid to lubri-
cation, This menns, says F. A,
Meckel of the University of Missouri
Collegre of Agriculture, that not only
enough lubricants must be used, but
that they must be of the right kind.
There can be no economy in  using
low-grnde oil and grease, nor in ap-
plying lubricants in less quantity than
the machine requires.

Any machine which the farmer may
own is entitled to the very best of
treatment. Without that its efficiency
is reduced, and this reduced efficiency
is just the same in effect ac needleas
expense in any other direction, The
mare complicated and wvaluable the
items of the farm equipment are, the
better the care to which they are en-
titled. Tractors, gasoline engines,
binders, and the like, should receive
only the bost of everything, including
lubrication, both in quality and in
quantity. Farmers who own nutomo-
biles are beginning to learn the econ-
omy of an adequate use of lubricants,
but they should not confine the appli-
cation of this acquired knowledge to
their automobiles, Give each machine
on the place s chanes to do its best,
It ean't have this unless it is lubri-
cated properly. A bath of the very
best oil on a bearing once a day is
not the same ny the some amount of
oil distributed in equal parts to that
bearing at intervals of thirty minutes.
This implies the judicious use of the
best oils that money can buy. To do
anything else is false economy.
