Self-feeders for Liogs.

The old method of feeding hogs !s
gradually passing. The sooner it
disappears, the better off hog feql-
ers will be. There is no question but
that the most economical gains can he
made on hoegs with the self-feeder in-
stend of the old method of throwing
out go much feed to the'hogs at cer-
tain times each day.

The high cost of food hns driven
many city men to adopt the cafeteria
plan. in feading themselyes. Let the
same prineiple apply to your hogs.
Place your feed in the self-fesaor
hoxes and let them be guided by their
own appetites as to when they shall
cat and how much they shall eat. We
could give many examples of farmars
who are using the salf-feeders and the
unusua! results they are securing.
