Washington. Paper money may

row be recognized as genuine or coun-
terfeit without expert knowledge of
the curreucy. A little general knowl-
edge of the design, a little application
of Hie memory, and your bankroll, re-

gardless of the size of the bills, Is
safe.

For ninny yenrs the United States
treasury lias been considering a gen-

eral revision of the currency designs,
and finally It litis deemed It Important
to take this particular step without
awaiting further deliberation on the
general subject. The denominational
portraits on federal reserve notes and
federal bank notes, and which now
have been prescribed for future Issues
of all kinds of currency, are as' fol-

lows:

One of the greatest dangers to the
treasury and to the public In connec-

acteristic for each denomination of nil
forms of currency In circulation. The
bureau of engraving and printing lias
prepared a uniform portrait that will
represent each' denomination of all Is-

sues of paper money, and so the
money that Is In circulation today is
standardized In appearance.

Will Serve at Safeguard.
As federal reserve notes and federal

reserve bank mites are now largely la
circulation. It was decided to adopt for
nil forms of currency the portraits
thnt appear on those notes. This
standardization will serve as a safe-

guard and protection against note-raisin-

as well as in the Interest of
economy. It assists bankers, business
men, and the people generally In de-

tecting attempted counterfeits, one of
the most fruitful causes of which lias
been the nbsoncc of distinctive denom-

inational features in the currency.
In the preparation of the Liberty

O. G. Kvale of

LABOR AND IMMIGRATION
What is of present concern is

whether the labor shortage will di-

minish or become more acute. A
great deal rests upon the tide of immi-
gration. In the twelve months imme-
diately preceding the war, 1,200,000
immigrants arrived at our shores, and
the arrivals in the five years previous
to the outbreak of the war more than
1,000,000 yearly. In the five years
that have elapsed since the outbreak
of the war, the yearly average has
been a little better than 200,000, and
that rate of immigration has been
largely offset by emigration. In for-
mer years our coal mines have de-

pended upon the foreign born for 60
per cent of their labor, and half of
the unskilled railroad labor has been
foreign. If immigration does not ex-

pand largely, and if the present de-

mand for labor continues, our short-
age is bound to increase.

There are many elements in the
situation difficult to. predict. On one
side the bad conditions in European
countries, especially those of Central
Europe will doubtless cause an urg-
ent desire on the part of workers in
those countries to come to America.
On the other side are our immigration
laws, and the possibility that labor
unions will bring pressure to have
these made even more stringent.

LIVE STOCK MARKET
Last week's sharp 50c to $1 decline

on cattle has had its effect in mater-
