MEMBERS REPORT RESULTS

Pork was produced for less than ten
cents a pound, and beef for seven
cents, by the winning members of
boys' and girls' clubs in Clark county
according to the county agent. The
ration that secured the most economi-
cal results in calf feeding was that of
grain with pasture. Likewise, the
most economical gains on pigs were
made by feeding erain and milk or
milk products with oats and rape pas-
ture. The cost of production was fig-

ured uccording to the system used in
club work by the University of Mis-so-

i College of Agriculture and is not
the same as that used by the feeders
operating, more extensively.
