Secretary Houston tukes occasion to
say that the inssue of Treasury Sav-
ingrs Securities has become the perma-
nent peace-time policy of the Govern-
ment und that the work of the Sav-
ings Organization will be pushed dur-
ing the coming year,

“Two new Treasury Suvings Se.
curities will be issued, A &1 Treasury
Suvings Stamp and a $25 Treasury
Savings Certificate, The §1 stamp wii)l
be non-interest bearing, will be bright
red in color, imprinted on o green
tint, and will bear the portrait of
Alexonder Homilton, the first Secre-
tary of the Treasury. The 325 certi-
fieate will be similar in design and
terms to the $100 and §1000 Treasury
Savings Certifieates, which will also
be offered in 1921, to mature Janu-
ary 1, 1928, The new securitivs will
supply @ $1 unit for saving and a Reg-
istercd Government Security in  the
#25 denomination, which can be con-
veniently purchased through the ae-
cumulation of the §1 Treasury Sav-
ings Stamps. More important still,
the ncw securities will complete a
most attractive ilne of Government
Savings securitiés, the $1 stamp and
the $25, $100 und $1,000 Registered
Savings Certificates, and thus plucg
the Treasury Savings movement on a
s0ild peace-time basis.
