What if the Farmer Should Strike?

The prossmen of the eastern news-

papers striking, demanding a 44-hous
week, instead of 48, causes us to spec-
tinte what would happen if the farm-
er should refuse to work more than 44
hours per week. Many a farmer
works that many in three days.
X Let us anticipate such a strike.
Should the farmers, as a whole, con-
tend for such working hours, they
could obtain them, for what could pre-
vent? The present farmers are the
most efficient tillers of the soil that
it would be possible to secure, If
people of other trades, business or
profession, should attempt to break
up this strike they could not do it as
their lomger working hours would not
muke their returns, due to inefficiency,
grester than the returns of the pres-
ent farmers, although only working
44 hours per week.

Therefore, we can readily see that
the cost of living would greatly in-
erease. Frequently farmers make the
statement that they are going to quit,
but due to their training, when the
time comes, they are found on the job.
This characteristic must have been de-
;fulupcd becnuse they live close to na-
ure,

Control of Loose Smut in Wheat

A practieal method of upﬁ]ying the
hot water treatment for the gontrol
of loose smut in whent has been dia-
covered by the Field Crops Depart-
qment of the Missouri Experiment Sta-
tion, The hot water method of treat
ing wheat has been known for o long
time, but owing to impractical meth-
ods of application, it has not been
available to the average farmer. Dr.
Ethridge and his ¢o-workers of this
department, have made poasible the
control not only of loose smut but of
stinking smut by a littla different
principle of this treatment.

The method wns tired out last fall.
There is practically no smut in & field
that was planted from treated seed.
There i5 at least 15 per cent infection
in fields that were planted from the
same Jot of seed which was untreated.
This ‘dots not take aceount of the
stinking smut damage. . . -

Recently, while examining flelds of
wheat fop. certification, in St. Fran-
cois county, a rather large percenta
of amut was found. ' o fields
would probably run as high as 5 per
cent infection. '

This new discovery will mean a
great deal to the farmers of the county
if they take steps toward using this
method. !
