HOME DEMONSTRATION NOTES

Poultry Specialist Gives Interesting
Talks in Several Communities.

Feeding, housing, and incubation,
were among the subjects discussed by
Mr. H. L. Shrader, Poultry Specialist,
from the Extension Service, during
two days and a half work with the
Home Demonstration Agent and Coun-

ty Agent.
The meetings were very well at-

At Doe Run, Monday morning, there
was an attendance of 39. At Knob
Lick in the afternoon, nearly twenty
people got out in spite of a hard rain.
Ten Bismarck people came out to dis
cuss poultry problems, and twenty at
Libertyville.

treneral poultry problems were
discussed and many questions were
asked. Feeding and housing prob-

lems were discussed more than other
phases of poultry work, although the
importance of standard-bre- d flocks
was stressed a good deal.

Tuesday afternoon, thirty men nno.

women of the Oak-Gro- community
were given the characteristics of va-

rious breeds of birds, both from the
production and the show standpoints.
Birds of the Rhode Island Red, Barred .

Rock. White Leghorn, and White Wy-

andotte breeds were handled and their
good and bnd points were discussed.

Wednesday morning, at the Farm
Bureau office, the demonstration
flock and certified breeding

met for a discussion of their own
Particular problems. The four certi-
fied breeding are: Mrs.
T. C. Ballard, Mrs. T. B. Chandler, J.
W. Forshee and Mrs. Roy Johnson.
All four of these people were present.
Mrs. I. T. Sides, Mrs. T. E. Gideon
