Tho fire broke oul at 3:13 a. m., In

the uprcr stury of the building, and
the electric bells Immediately sounded
the alarm in all the rooms. Many
guests were already up, and escaped
down the stairways, but these exits
were soon cut off by fire and the halls
filled with smoke. There were 700 peo-

ple In the building.
When the department arrived the

windows of the seventh floor were
frames for pictures of human terror. At
almost every window a person stood
In night garb, bejglng the crowds be-

low for help. The smoke which
from the windows began to hide the
terrified prisoners of the flames. While

fliity bank, and member of his family,
who wre nit awakened in time to
make fnelr escape by the usual exits.
Mr. Chmlrlain fathered bedding and

irade a rope, and at the same time the
extension ladders were being placed
Into position, bnt were found too short.
The pompier ladders were then ru!ied
to the Bicne, and a fireman, with a rope
about him, firmly placed, scaled ths
ladder, to the cheers of thousands of
spectators.

The flames meanwhile had reached
serious proportions, and Chief Canter-
bury sent to St. Paul for aid. The chief
then sent scouting parties of firemen
onto the smoke-lade-n floors. It was
on tne sixth Boor that the Bremen
found a veritable charnal house.

Hlatnrr at the lintel.
The West hotel, although built al-

most twenty years ago, has always been
regarded as one of the finest hotels In

the country, and at the time of Its con-

struction was regarded as nearly fire-

proof as possible.
It was built by the late Col. John T.

West, more with the Intention of adver-
tising the city than aa a money-makin- g

investment Located1 at Fifth street
and Hennepin avenue, It occupied a
commanding position In the city, and
was regarded as a show place and one
of the leading attractions of the city

For years the hotel was conducted at
a loss, but the public spirit of its
owner refused to atlow him to shut lt
doors, and It eventually developed Into
a paying property.

IS OVER.

Some Semblanee of Order, It I Said,
Being-- Uradonllr Kenlorrd

In the Empire.

St, Petersburg, Jan. 10. The success
which thus far has attended the cam-

paign against ths violent revolutionists
has plainly encouraged the government
to believe that the worst Is over for
the winter, except in the Baltic prov-

inces, the Caucasus and the Don region,
whore the prevailing anarchy Is likely
to continue Indefinitely. Some sem-

blance of order Is being gradually re-

stored in the empire.
The socialists and revolutionists

stoutly maintain that the present, lull Is
only a truce over the UolluayB. and from
myterlous hiding places tho leaders

continue Issuing orders to refuse all

compromise with Imperialism, to boy-

cott the national assembly and to pre-

pare for a great armed Insurrection.
The government, however, profes-'e- s to

have confidence that the revolutionists
will not quickly recover tho loss of

strength and prestige which they have

suffered.
The members of tho government de-

clare that the abortive attempt of an

armed insurrection performed a service

to the country In revealing to the lib-

erals of all shades of opinion the neces-

sity for flshtlng the violent programme

of the "reds," and that henceforth, no

matter how much the liberals oppose

the policy of government, they will be

found arrayed Bgalnst tho "reds." How

far these calculations of the govern-

ment, based on divisions of Its enemies,

will stand the teat of events, remains
to he seen, as many times heretofore
they have been rudely shattered.
