In
fact, perbaps in no period of the history of the county
were the assessor's books in worse condition than they
have heen during his term in the office. Notwithstand-
ing these conditions, he worked havd, and the result of
his work has been a most exerllent colleetion, aud he
treated every taxpayer exaetly alike, playing no favorites
—the well-to-do and mfluential taxpayer and friend
having to toe the serateh without a favor of any kind be-
yond conrteoné treatment, which wasaecorded all, just
the same as the small taxpayer and steanger.  From his
past record of work in the office our people know what
to expeet in the future should he be chosen at the pri-
mary.
