Death of W. H. PerRins.
William Howcutt Perkins, father of

Attorney Alfred Perkins, died suddenly
last Monday night, November 19, on

On the Friday
preceding the deceased bad been taken
with severe pains in the abdomen, out
would not give up, continued at work
until about noon Saturday, when Dr.

case. Later in the evening a changa
took place and he grew rapidly worse
and pissed away at midnight, per-

itonitis bsing the immediate cause of
his death. The deneased gentleman
was a native of England, having been
born at Arnesby, Leicestershire, on Oc-

tober 1 1,1839, on. a farm that has belong-
ed to the Perkins family for several hun-

dred years. He was married June 4,
1863, and for several years after was
engaged in business in London. While
thus engaged he beoame involved finan-

cially and retired from business, mov-in- g

to the island ot Jersey, from Lon-

don, and lived there until after his busi-

ness affairs were straightened out. He

then came to the United States, landing
at New York on November 1, 1883, and
came to Ripley county, Missoun.direct,
arriving hore November 10, 1883, and
shortly after purchased the farm on Buf
falo where he lived ever since, until he
moved to this city, about a month ago,
on October 10, 1908. His age at his
death was 67 years.

The funeral was hold yesterday morn-

ing, at the 1'resbyterian church,at 10:30,
Rev. H. D. Maness, reading the ser-

vice of the Episcopal church, the de
ceased being a member of that relig
ious body. The interment was made at
Oakndge. He leaves a widow, ene son
and a daughter. He was an excellent
citizen and highly res pected by all his;
acquaintance,
