Tha best examples nnd the greatost
number of these hilry whorle and
erosts a0 found on the domestio
horse. A notoble instance fa  the
gracoful fenthering that extends nlong
the Lollow of the fank, dividing tho |
trunk of the anlmal from the hind-
quartsrd, There are also crests and
whorls ¢n the horse's cliest and other
paits of its body,
