Fall Orchard Work.

General orohard praning will
come later, bul remove the dead,
diveased, or trokén limbe at onee,
Ragged wounds left where
braaches hsve been broken
down by fruit, or by ladders
used in picking, leave openinge
for oankers and other dideases.
They should be praned back to
the living wood #o an to leave &
emooth wound which may be
pointed to keep out diseases,

Make oider, vinegar, or drisd
apples of culls. Those that are
not good encugh for this purpose
should be fed to the hoge, and
the worthless or decayed fruit
whioh clings to the tree should
be taken off and destroyed in
some way beoause it usually
containe either codling moth, or
the'germs of such disenses aa
bitter rot and scab.

Grass, weeds, and litter should
be removed from the base of
ench tree, If mice oan find nest-
ing material against the tree they
are likely to girdle the tree dur-
ing winter. Any deosying plant
growth makes a good winter cov-
er for orchard lands, but pre-
osution should be taken lo pre=
vent fire {rom spreading o the
orchard If this cover is abundant,

Drain the low places in the or«
ohurd which are likely to ocollect
winter rains or melting snow, for
water standing in she orchard is
likely todo demage.—J, C, Whit-
ten, University of Missouri, Col-
