Headache powders have a tre-
mendous sale throughout
United States, They are taken
almost entirely without the ad-
vioe of & physician, being freely
advertised in street oars and of-
her public places and sold with-
out hindrance at the average
drug store. f

Almost all headache powdera
oontain one of three or four coal
productas, such as acetanilid, an-
tipyrin and phenacetin, ascord-
ing to Dr. M. P. Ravenel of the
department of preveniive medi-
cineof the University of Missouri.
While these vary somewhat in
their poisonous propertiss, all of
them produce similar effsots In
over-doses or when taken over a
long period of time. They gen-
erally affect the heart and cireu-
lation, and perhaps the most com=
mon symptom of poisoning by
these druge is blueness of the
skin, affecting first the lips and
mouth, the nails and finger tips,
but if taken in larger doses the
skin of the whole body. It is
caused by destruotive changes in
the blood which are serious and
sre always followed soomer or
later by pallor, shoriness of
breath, palpitation of the heart,
muscular weakness and disinoli-
nation to exertion.

Up to the end of 1007 there
were 8566 cases of poisoning with
26 deaths recorded, due to these
drugs. Inquiries made by the
Department of Agriculture of the
United States obtained from 400
physiciana the records of 814 ad-
ditional cases of poisoning with
20 deaths, In addition to this
many people acquire the habit,
the grestest number of these be-
ing due to acetanilid, so that up
to the end of 1908 we had already
collected 1,669 cases of poisoning
with b5 deaths, and 169 cases of
drug habit. These inquiriee also
showed that in & great majority
of cases the remedy was taken
for headache. This ia eapecially
true of acetanilid. We have also
recorde of @ number of cases of
poisoning in which acetanilid had
been used as a lopal remedy or
iressing for cases of burns and
other injuries,

The worst feature of this whole
business is that the adverlise-
ments almost invariably claim
that these headache remadies ure
free from danger, and the unsue-
pecting person takes them with-
out any suspiocion of the risk he
is running.

The lesson ie a plain one. The
sale of these drugs should be re-
stricted by law, and until this is
brought about,, perrsons should
not take this elass of druge ex-
cept on the advice and under the
guidance of & compelent physi=
cian, Theold adage sheuld be
remembered that “he who treats
himeelf has a fool for & physician
and a fool for a patient.”

He should order stand-
ard varisties which he knows are
daoing well in his loeality and re-
fuse the [ancy varieties which he
knows are doing well in his local-
ity and refuse the fancy varieties
on which [fabulous profits are

We Have The Cows.

Southeast Missouri has so
many natural advantages that
one may never have thought
about the possibilities of dairy-
ing. Wenotonly have mild win-
ters, abundant feed, a long pnas-
ture season, good markets, but
we have some wonderful cows.

Official tests have just been
compieted at Bikeston, Mo., in
which one cow two years old pro-
duced in thirty days 55.9 pounds
of butter fat. If this had heen
made into butter, it would be 60.9
pounds, or 2 1-8 pounds of butter
& day. During this test this cow
gtve 1880 pounds of milk, or an
average of 71-2 gallons of milk
8 day for thirty days.

Another cow, Konigen Paul-
ine Royal 130850, in twenty five
days gave 60.14 pounds of butter
fat and 1424.4 pcunde of milk,
Stated in pounds of butter, this
would be three pounds of butter
a day for twenty-five days,

There ie no guess work about
such recorde. A disinterested
party ia present at every milking,
weighs and tests all milk drawn
and swears to the stalemen
made.

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Hessian Fly.

This is the season of the year
when some farmers will be ser-
fously considering plowing up
their wheat beoause of the large
amount of fly present, and be-
cause 80 much of the wheat ap-
pears dead. It is very hard to
tell atthis time just what such
wheat will do, Fall injury from
the fly increasea stooling and
with favorable weather, fields
with apparently large amounts of
dead wheat thicken up and show
a very good stand by harvest.
Further injury [rom the fly in
the fielda where it wintered is not
gerlain to ocour, s they olten
migrate to other fielda.

The Hessian Fly is now in the
pupa state and is easily found by
looking behind the leal sheath
near the surface of the ground.
Great numbers will be erowed to=
gether and somewhat' resemble
flax seeds; henoe the pupa is of
ten epoken of as the flax seed
state. As soon as danger of frost
is over, the adulte come [rom
these pupa and depoait egge on
the upper leaves of the growing
wheat. The larva from Lthese
eggs will doall the injury that
the fly will yet do to this erop.
These larva faed at the joints and
wealken the stulk so that the heada
[all over before harvest. Buch
injury is easily distinguished
from the injury done by the
wheat  joint worm which oauses
crooked stalks of wheat, If no
hard wind or storm ocours juat
before harvest, the damaged
wheat is often cui before falling
pver.

Plowing up wheat ought to be
delayed as long as possible, One
oan hardly decide in time to plant
corn. JIf the wheat ie actually
dead, we will have time to plant
gome orop like cow peas or soy
besns.
