Jefferson City-—A report from Jop-
lin concerning the mining business In
that district says:
“The basls range for zinc sulphide

For the corresponding week of 1912
gine sulphide brought $54 to $57 a
ton, basis, with choleer lota selling up

to $60. Spelter was then quoted at
$7.16.
Many mines have cut wages, but

there has been no indication of labor
strikes. The workmen seem content
to accept lower pay, temporarily, rath-
er than be thrown out of employment
altogether.

At one large mine in the district the
operators had a great surplus reserve
tonnage at the time that zine ore was
gelling for $64, basis, about 14 months
ago. They held In the hope of get-
ting $70. The ore |s still in the bin.

Calamine prices, which respond to
sulphide offerings, are weaker at $18
to $10, basis of 40 per cent melallle
gine, while the cholcest grades sell up
to $24.
