ing as good as the prairie wheat so
far this season, which is an unusual
condition. The prairie wheat is look-
ing extra good and there Is a good
stand of wheat everywhere. With av-

erage weather conditions, Missouri
will have the greatest wheat crop in
the history of the state.

Illegal Voter Paroled.
Jefferson City. On recommenda-

tion of the state board of pardons,
Gov. Major paroled William Johnson,
a negro, who was sent to the peniten-
tiary from Audrain county, Feb-
ruary 20. 1909, under a sentence of 15
years for murder in the second de-

gree.
Three other paroles were Issued by

the governor. One was to John Pey-
ton, convicted of fraudulent voting in
St. Louis and sentenced to five years
in the penitentiary.

The two others parolPd are: Philip
Baslle, under sentence of two years;
Arthur Parker, a negro, tinder sen-
tence of two years for carrying con-

cealed weapons.
