During the few hours he spent in

Mexico, Wilam How-
ard Taft honored the McMillanites
with a pleasant visit. For the first
time in Its history McMillan had the
privilege of enjoying an address by
one who has been chief executive of
the greatest nation In the world.

Arriving on Wabash from St. Louis
at 12:09 p.m., Mr. Taft was escorted
by the Missouri Military Academy
Battalion to the Acadcmy.where dur-
ing the luncheon hour he made a
speech to the cadets. Besides Mr.Taft
Col. Burton had as guests, Dr. J. W.
Million, president of Hardin College;
Supt. Herbert Pryor, and other men
of prominence.

After about two hours Mr. Taft
came to see a great high school man-

aged by his able host, Supt. Herbert
L. Pryor. McMillan was ready. Work
was suspended at 2:15. The girls
went directly to the auditorium.
Commandant Stoy assembled the Mc-

Millan Cadets. After marching In

front of the building, Companies A

& B, were placed on each side of the
walk, facing each other. As Mr. Tnft
and his party passed into the build-
ing, the Cadet Corps gave him the sa-

lute. The boys then in proper mili-
tary manner, marched to the audito-
rium to hear the message that this
great man had instore.

'After a few appreciative words of
introduction by Supt. Pryor, most
proboblay the best address ever de-

livered in the McMillan auditorium
was give by Hon. Wm. Howard Taft.
In his talk be emphasized the danger
of nU fully appreciating an educa-
tion in this day of so many opportu-
nities. So numerous are these oppor-

tunities that men of real learning are
fewer than in the days when knowl-
edge was secured by real effort. He
said that one should not plan ahead
for any great things, but, by becom-
ing as good men and women as pos-

sible and taking advantage of the op
portunities as they present them-
selves, one Willi inevitably gain fame.

At the request of Dr. Million, Mr.
Taft made additional remarks in
which he explained the important
work oY the Red Cross, and of the Y.
M. C. A. inthis great war.

Mr. Taft was the guest at dinner
at I lard til College. At eight in the
evening, the ExPresident delivered a
very Instructive and interesting lec-

ture concerning the great interna-
tional controversy. Mr. Taft, who' is
a professor in the School of Law of
Yale University, came directly from
New Haven to St. Louis, where he
worked in behalf of the Y. M. C.A.
