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Benton City School |
Tests Seed Corn

Much Of The Seed Will Not Germi-

nate—Be  Careful  How You
Choose,
Nineteen pupils of Benton City

Publie sehool with thelr principal,
B, E. Shay, recently filed thelr dis-
irict report of seed corn germination
tests, The test was made from corn
brought to school by the pupils. Ten
grains from 10 ears of corn were
ysed to make the test. Most of the
corn had been selected at husking
time, altho some wag taken from the
erib, There were three varieties
tested, Reld’'s Yellow Dent, Boone
County White and 8t. Charies White,

The test was made with a sand
table tester, The percentage in many
instances were surprisingly low, and
only in one Instance wng there a 100
per cent test. That test was made by
Miss Leota Hutchins with corn be-
longing to Fred Stimpert, The seec-
ond high test was 06 per cent made
by Walter Stratton with corn be-
longing to 8. E. Stratton. The
third test was 94 per cent made by
Lloyd Hutlching with corn belonging
to H. C. Hutchins. The other test
of 90 per cent or better was that of
Miss Evelyn Moore with corn be-
longing to Tom Hicks.

The remaining tests except in two
cases ranged between 80 and 90 per
cent, The two lowest tests were 42
and 48 per cent.

I moved to Ralls county, Mo,, in

the spring of 1869 from Barry, Ill..|
after having served in the Civil War |

over three years, At that time all
ountdoors wus raw prairie with a few
gettlements along the streams.

Deer and wild turkey were qulle
plentiful.

Land was very cheap, from $3.00
to £10.00 per acre, but with cheap
lund to start with we found it very
hard sledding, At that time buggies,
spring wagons and even spring
goals on farm wagons were 4 greal
rarity.

herds of cattle. At that time our

friend, Henry Beal, ran a herd near
his farm and John Beal, the present
editof of The Mexico Message, did
the herding.

Prairie chickens were go thicl at
that time a flock would almost
darken the alr,

We had never' dreamed of gelf-
binders, automobiles, telephones,
graphophones or even surreys at that
tima,

Our nearest general markels
were Hannibal, Mexico and Louisi-
ana, We did not have to have our
clocks set forward to make more
davlight, BEarly and late and hard-
working hours was the rule then,
with our lttle old 12-inch plows and
aplko-tooth harrows, as Eans plows
and smoothing harrows had not been
thought of then.
