Dr. Hudson Declares

TUo American Red Cross Is paying
back our debt to France, according
to Dr. J. W. Hudson, who lectured
Friday evening at the Presbyterian
church in the interest of the Red
Cross drive. General Pershing' for-

ces have depended on the French for
ammunition, for weapons, for aero-
planes, for food and even for sol-

diers to train the Americans. The
debt is a large one, but the Amer-
ican Red Cross Is apying back a
large prt of It by mens of human-
itarian work among the French peo-

ple.
Rev. Charles C. Grimes of the

Methodist Episcopal. Church intro-
duced Dr. Hudson, and told briefly
of his career. Dr. Hudson has lately
returned from France where he was
with the Red Cross and his vast ex-

perience enable him to give an un-

usually realistic and Interesting ac-

count of the Red Cross work.
The Red Cross is in 'many res-

pects an emergency branch of the
regular army, Dr. Hudson said. It
feeds the soldiers in the trenches,
its men and nurses care for the
wounded and sick, and in hundreds
of other capacities the organization
,f serves to be called the em erg
branch of the United States Army.

Dr. Hudson urged the people of
Audrain County to glv liberally and
give until It hurts. There Is no
cause, he safd which Is more deserv-ig- ,

or whose existence Is more es-

sential.
