If the control of the House and
the Senate should be taken away from the party now in power an
opposing majority could assume control of legislation and oblige
all action to be taken amidst contest and obstruction.

Owners of saloons will not have to
seek essential employment, according
to a ruling of the District Appeals
Board announced yesterday by Seldon
P. Spencer, chairman of the Board.
About 35 questionnaires have been ex
amined by the District Board, and
eight were adjudged l.

Spencer said that the ruling does
not apply to men who are hired as
barkeepers, and that saloon owners
would not be given a deferred classi
fication on this ground. He said the
ground on which the Board made its
ruling was that the case of saloon
owners is similar to that of restaurant
proprietors. The latter, while not held
essential, are not included in the work
or fight order, while waiters and at-

tendants who do not control the busi-
ness are held as l.
