The man was our de-
ceased brother. Born of a fine fumily,
he received a finished education, grad-
uated at Trinity College, Dublin, with
high honors, and took holy orders with
the brightest prospects. He soon was
appointed & rector of a fine parish, and
shortly afterward fell a victim to the
demon of drink. Such a terrible hold
did this sin take of him that he had to
relinguish all, and come to this country
in the endeavor to conquer his passion
and commence life again. It was only
after a severe illness brought on by
drink that he at length suc-
ceeded. From that night for-
ward he became one of the most
earnest and indefatigable workers in
the cause of Christ. He promptly ac-
cepted a call to go to the Territory of
Dakota, and soon made himself a pow-
er in the Cheyenne Missionary Agency.
A young Indian, one of the many con-
verted by Dr. Ffennell, was put in jail.
He swore a terrible oath that he would
shoot the first white muan he met on

etting out. Dr. Ffennell interceded
or the young man and procured his
discharge. Filled with vengeance, the
Indian prepared to carry out his oath,
and procuring a ritle, sallied forth.
The very first white man he met was
the Rev. Dr. Ffennell, and in a me-
ment he sent a bullet crashing through
his brain, killing him instantly.”

The Rev. Dr. Perry, of Ireland, made
a few remarks, and a colleetion was
taken up, the proceeds to be devoted to
erecting a tablet in Grace Chapel.—

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A Fortune Lest in Litigation.

On Monday last James E. Elmore,
once a wealthy cit'zen of Queeas Coun-
ty, L. L., and the Demoeratic leader, of
whom it was said a few years azo he
carried the county in his vest pocket,
was taken to the Poughkeepsie Insane
Asylum a hopeless lunatic. This case
is another illustration of the folly of lit-
igation, and of the reverses which men
of property contend with. Ten years
ago Elmore had a bank-account of
$200,000, and was the owner of many
choice bits of real estate. He owned a
magnificent eountry seat at Richmond
Hill, near Jamaica, and was oeloved
and respected by ‘every body. His
bosom friend was Aaron A. Degraw,
with whom he was associated in several

Bank Clerks.

The Boston Commercial Bulletin says
that the bank clerks of Boston are as
capable, industrious, and faithful a set
of bank officers as can be found in any
city in the world. But after all, it
states, the place to find an extensive
army of well trained bank clerks is in
the Bank of England. This institution,
with its capital of ninety millions of
dollars and dating back to 1694, to-day
employs 900 clerks. The building in
which these clerks do their work cov-
ers five acres of ground. It hasnota
single window upon the street, the
light of day being admitted only
through open courts. It has a clock in
the center of the back with fifty dials.
The Bank of England is situated in the
center of London; but it has one
branch at the west end of the city, and
many branches in the provinces.
Though the Bank of England employs
a very heavy force of clerks, it would
seem, from a glance at its Dbusiness,
that it ought to keep them well employ-
ed and fairly remunerate them. Its
sole work in its issue department is to
give out notes to the public. The
profit the bank derives from its issue
department is the interest received up-
on the $70,000,000 government debt
and securities, which, at the rate of 3
per cent, is £2,100,000 a year. By its
dealing in coin and bullion, it has the
reputation of making 3150,000 a year.
The amount of Bank of England notes
afloat generally averages about $1C0,-
000,000, and has lately reached $165,-
000,000, The deposits in the Bank of
England, out of which it of course
makes a great deal of money, range
from $60,000,000 to nearly twice that
sam.
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A Man Falis Ninety Feet, but Catches

How a Presidential Elector Once Went
Baek on His Party.

Should Gov. Tilden or Gov. Hayes
be elected on a majority of one, or even
three or four, in the Electoral College,
there would be no little anxiety regard-
ing the lives and health of the individ-
ual electors, who by their votes are to
decide who is to be President of this
great and glorious country. In con-
nection with this thought an historical
fact of considerable interest at present
is brought to mind, which shows that
in the year 1821 a Presidential Elector
chosen by the Democratic party in
New Hampshire changed his vote, went
back on his party and voted against
the party candidate in the Electoral
College. The Presidential Elector re-
ferred to was ex-Governor William
Plummer. The candidate of his party
was James Monroe, then President of
the United States, who was running for
a second term. 1n November of 1820
the party was successful, and the Dem-
ocratic Electors werechosen to & manin
every State in the Union, among them
Mr. Plummer from the Granite State.
The Electoral College met on February
14, 1821, and the vote was unanimous
for President Monroe with one excep-
tion. To the surprise of every body,
ex-Gov. Plummer voted for John Quin-
cy Adams. The latter, in his * Me-
moirs,’’ says he was surprised and mor-
tified that Gov. Plummer should have
cast his vote for him. He had thought
that, of all the Electors, none were
more certain to vote for Monroe than
Gov. Plummer. Another writer has
averred that Plnmmer’s motive for vot-
ing against the candidate of his party
was, that he did not wish to have the
vote unanimous for any FPresident after
Washington. No comment on his ac-
tion in the papers ot the day can be
found.—Boston Globe.

Death-Bed Confession of Bill Jones.

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Artificial Butter.

There has been for some time past a
prevalent impression that, if the manu-
facture of artificial butter has not died
out, at least no product of this deserip-
tion is now industriously made which
has any standing in the market, or
which can not, by any one, be distin-
cuished from the genuine article. It
is true that the publie, both in this
country and more especially in England,
has had placed before it in the news-
papers more records of the failures in
artificial butter making than of the suc-
cessful efforts therein; and these, to-
gether with the popular prejudice which
exists against the material,are suflicient,
perhaps, to account for the general |
impression referred to. The facts, how-
ever, we are assured by ecompetent au-
thority, are altogether against any such
conclusion, for quite recently no less
than fifty artificial butter factories were
counted in this ecity; and large quanti- |
ties of artificial butter are sold in the |
market by wholesale dealers, or are
purcheased direct from the manufacto-
ries by large retailers, and oflered to
the customer as genuine butter.

Exploit of an Ambitious Duck.

Mr. D. W. Brown of thiscity exhibit-
ed to us this morning something that
would puzzle the best juggler in the
country. In fact, it showed how a duck
can perform tricks more mysterious
than those of the most accomplished
legerdemainist. The exhibit consisted
of two duck’s eggs, one within the oth-
er. The largest was 7§ inches in cir-
cumference one way and 9 inches the
other way. There was a small fracture
of the shell, through which another
egy, of the size of a common hen’s egg,
could be seen, with a shell perfectly
formed. The outer shell contained a
substance precisely like the white of an
ordinary egg; it is supposed the yelk is
within the shell of the inner egg, which
rattles within the larger shell when
shaken like a child’srattle-box. A duck
belonging to Mr. Charles W. Gates of
Lafayette is entitled to the eredit of
giving the world this wonder some time
last August.—Syracuse Journal.

SEASONABLE RECIPES.

-

Egg-Plant.—Cut slices half an inch
thick, and pare, when first starting
breakfast. Rub salt lightly over the
top of each slice and let stand in a pile
tuf the brine starts. Then shakeoff the
szltand dip each slice, both sides, into
flour well. Stand in a pile till the flour
is moist, then fry in a little lard in the
frying-pan, like one would griddle-
cakes. When brown, take up and
spread a little butter on top of each
slice. This is a much better way than
with egg-batter.

Cream (Cake.—1 cup of sugar, 1 egg,
% cup of sweet milk, 14 cups of flour, 2
tablespoonfuls baking-powder, 2heap-
ing tablespoonfuls of butter. Bake in
2 cakes. Cream for the cake: 4 pint
of sweet milk, 1 egg, 1 tablespoonful of
corn-starch, 1 tablespoonful of sugar—
flavor as desired. Boil these ingredi-
ents to a thick custard and spread be-
tween the cakes. It will be better if
eaten the first or second day.

Scrap-book Paste.—Dissolve a teas-
spoonful of alum in a quart of water;
when cold stir in as much flour as will
give it the consistency of thick cream,
being particular to beat all the lumps;
stir in as much powdered resin as will
lie on a dime, and also add 6 cloves, a
teacupful of boiling water on the fire,
pour the flour mixture into it, stirring
well all the time. It will be soon like
mush. Let it cool, and keep it cool; lay
a cover on it; for use, soften with warm
water. It will keep 12 months.

Pumpkin Marmalade.—Take ripe,
yellow pumpkins, pare and cat them in-
to large pieces and scrane out the seeds;
weigh the pieces, and to every pound
allow 1 pound of white sugar and a
small orange or lemon. Grate the
pieces of pumpkin on a coarse grater
and put it into the preserving-kettle
with the sugar and the rind of the
orange grated and the juice strained.
Let all boil slowly, stirring it frequent-
ly and skimming it well until it is a
smooth marmalade. TPut it warm into
small glass jars, or tumblers; lay a
double round of tissue paper, with a
bladder or waxed paper.

Old- Fashione/l Molasses Candy.—Into
a kettle holding at least 4 times the
amount of molasses to be used, pour a
convenient quantity of good molasses.
Place over a slow fire, and boi! 4 hour,
stirring all the time, to diminish as
much as possible the increase of bulk
caused by boiling, and checking the
fire or removing the kettle if there is
any danger of the contents running
over. Be very careful not to let the
candy burn, especially near the close of
the boiling. When a little dropped in
cold water becomes quickly hard and
snaps apart like a pipe-stem, add a tea-
spoonful of carbonate of soda, free from
lumps, to every 2 quarts. Stir quickly
to mix, and pour on greased platters to
cool. When the candy is sufficiently
cool to handle without burning the
hands, it is pulled back and forth, the
hands being rubbed with a little butter
to prevent the candy from sticking to
them. Flouris sometimes used for this
purpose, but gives an unpleasant taste
to the cundy. The more the candy is
worked the lighter it will be in color,
but if made from molasses only, it will
be of a bright yellowish brown shade,
and never so white s that sold by con-
fectioners for molasses candy. Fre-
quently some flavor is added, as vanilla
or lemon, but the natural flavor of the
boiled molasses is generally preferred.
