The formation of associations in
this country to obtain more stringent
Sunday llwl, suppress postoffice de-
liveries and the conveyance of pas-
sengers and mails, and abolish pepu-
lar recreations on that day, on the
one hand; and the organization of
societies, on the other, to provide in
liem of m‘dina.ry labor. such cheerful
and rational amusemems, as will
promote health and contribate to
moral and infellectual advancement
and lessen such frivolous and vicious
conduct on the Lord’s day, as the
churches have failed to overcome by
their attractions and teachings, have
created desire for full discussion of
what sort of legislation, if any, is
demanded for the proper observance
of Sunday, and to meet that wish is
the object of this communication.

It is admitted on all hands that ces-
utlon from hard labor during one

{ in seven is necessary for the de-

elopment snd maintainance of hu-
man constitutions and that therefore
it ought to proyided for in civil
codes. The matter disputed about
is as to fixing by law the most suita-
‘ble method of spending the appoint-
ed time of rest. No objection is made
in any guarter to allowing all that
may desire to do so to spend Sunday
in worhsip, pious meditation and
reading and appropriate charities
and mercies. Another aspect of the
guestion is, have religionists the
right to demand that the State shall
make their time and mode of wor-
ship of universal obligation? Inoth-
er words must the majority of socie- !
ty submit to the dictation of the |
minority in regard to religious ob-
seryances and thus be made to aban-
don what it considers conducive to |
the general healt and progress of |
communities.
