The Late Wilbar F. Storey.
Wilbur F. Storey, proprietor of the
Chicago T'imes, died in that city Oct.
27. He had been incapacitated for
business for the past two years, the
result of a stroke of paralysis re-
ceived while in Europe four or five
years ago. Mr. Storey was born at
Salisbury, Vt., in 1819. His ances-
tors were also those of the great
Chief Justice Storey. At the age of
12 he entered the office of The Mid-
dlebury (Vt.) Free Press as a print-
er's apprentice and there be remsined
for five years. Thénce he went to
New York and worked for a year aml
a half at the case in the office of
The Journal of Commerce. In 1838
he went West, first finding employ-
ment at South Bend, Iml. Later he
appeared as husiness manager, owner
and editor of the Detroit Free Press.
His next move was Chicago, where
he made arrahgements to purchase
The Times. He sold The Free Press
for $20,000 and carried ont this
scheme. He found The Times with
old type, slow presses and no facili-
ties for printing a first-rate paper,
but as rapidly as possible he bought
presses and material, and when the
great fire of 1871 came it was one of
the best equipped newspapers in the
country. The fire wiped the property
out of existence for the time being,
but a new building was quickly erec-
ted and the paper was soon better
equipped than ever. Mr. Storey
spent vast sums in maling his paper
a thorongh vehicle of news, his tele-
graphic bills increasing from $25,000
in 1872 to $105,000 in 1878. The
cost of a single year’s improvement
was $105,000. Several years ago his
mind began to fail, and within a few
months his relatives began against
him legal proceedings, which termin-
sted in placing his estate under their
control.
