in the state, but several other countiea
have tracts which are equally aa rich,
and even more desirable, because of
location, health, etc. From Brooks-vill- e

wo went to Tampa, "the gate to
the Gulf." and the largest city in
South Florida. Tamp is quite a
business point, being connected with
the North and East by rail and with
New Orleans and Cuba by ocean
steamers on the Gulf. Tampa is

invapidly growing. It is the county
seat of Hillsborough county and will
doubtless be one of the leading cities
of Florida within a short time.

This portion of the state, all south
of the 28th degree of north latitude,
may truly be called tropical Florida,

The orange can be, and is success-
fully and profitably grown as far
north as St. Augustine, but if one
desires to select a location for fruit
growing, the farther south, the bet-

ter.
Every mile toward the north is a

step nearer danger. The northern
part of the state is not safe, even for
oranges, and the more tropical fruits
cannot be grown there at all.

In South Florida, in addition to
the orange, the fiuit grower can grow
lemons, limes, bananas, pine apples,
and a long list of other fruits, most
of which are as profitable as the
orange, and come into bearing much
earlier.

One does not see Florida proper
tropical Florida until the central
and southern portion of the state is
reached. The northern part is not
far enough north for our method of
general farming, nor is it far enough
south to be safe for tropical fruit grow
ing.

To all desiring to locate in the
state I would say, get well down into
the slate. Avoid the northern part,
if you wish to grow tropical fruits
successfully.

An orange grove in full fruit, or
full blossom, is a beautiful sight The
tree is a beautiful evergreen, and a
vigorous grower. The perfume of
its blossoms is very sweet, and can
be smelled a long distance.

Concerning the sandy soil, (and
the entire state is so,) it is "a bitter
pill to swallow," but after traveling
over the state, and seeing what a
vigorous growth of tropical trees and a
fruits it produces, and vegetables,
melons and berries in abundance, it
redeems itself.

The main thing which should in-

terest a person intending to make his
living from the soil should be, what
will it produce, and not so much how
does it look?

After prejudice has been laid aside,
we see much to admire. The sandy
soil makes the country much more
healthy than it would be with soil
like ours, aud, too, is better suited to
production of the tropical fruits that
grow there so abundantly.

I lie numberless lakes and rivers
throughout the state, and the Atlantic
Ocean on one side and the Gulf of
Mexico on the other, keep the tern'
perature of the state so regulated
that they have extremes of neither
beat nor cold, but a mild delightful
winter, equal to our May weather,
and a summer no hotter than ours.

From Tampa, we took carriages for
Clear Water Harbor, a little place
about 25 miles west, and located on
the Gulf of Mexico.

The place, Clear Water Harbor,
our party were unanimous in pro-

nouncing the prettiest town we saw
in Florida, and the most pleasant
place to live.

The soil is first-clas- s, and will pro-

duce all the tropical fruits that can
be grown in the state.

From its location on the coast, it
is always fanned with cool breezes
from the Gulf. It has a beautiful
bluff like front along the beach, nice-

ly wooded, and rising rapidly to an
elevation of 30 to 40 feet.

There is nothing like it elsewhere
in Florida, and "water fronts" on
this beach are much to lie desired,
and are being rapidly bought up for
summer and winter home sites.

The arbor is formed by a scries of
keys, or islands, which me about 1 J
miles from, and parallel with the
beach. The waters of the Gulf,
breaking on these islands, leave a
quiet harbor within for smaller
steamers and vessels.

There were 40,000 barrels of fish
shipped from this point last year.

Tbey have regular steamer con-

nection with Cedar Keys, and a rail-

road, now being built, will doubtless
reach Clear Water Harbor within
the present year. There is certainly
no healthier place in the state.

Returning to Tampa, we took cars
for Sanford, via Kissimmee. At San-fo-rd

we look steamer down the St.
Johns to Jacksonville, and from there
home, without Btop, making the trip
from Jacksonville to Mexico in two
days and five hours.

1 have written much more than I
intended, and doubtless much that
will be uninteresting.

Visit to the Oldest Town in
the United States.

Correspondence of the Ledger.

Nevada. Mo., March 9. In re-

sponse to your request and the many
inquiries of Mexico friends, I will

give you a short account of iny re-

cent trip to Florida. I will speak
only of Florida, as the intervening
trip, via St. Louis, Nashville, Tenn.,
aud Birmingham, Ala., would be of
little interest but to few.

Our first stop was at Pensacola,
Fla., and although this is quite a
pretty city, the tirst feeling experi-

enced by any Northerner is one of
disgust, for two reasons sand and
oxen. Of saud there is an abun-

dance, but while we pity them be-

cause of it, they have a similar feel-

ing for us because of our heavy,
sticky muds, which of course their
sandy soil never makes.

The horses of Pensacola aie infer-

ior and oxen are used by the poorer
classes much more than horses, and
so long as Pensacola's streets are fil-

led with these slow-goin- slouchy
outfits, she will never be the pretty
city she would otherwise be, nor at-

tractive to people of taste and energy
from the North, who have been used
to so much better.

Her principal business is the ship-

ment of fish, oysters and lumber.
From Fensacola to Jacksonville

we passed through a continuous
stretch of almost unbroken pine for-

ests, sparsely settled and compara-
tively uninteresting, because of its
"sameness."

We made but one stop on this
trip at Chipley where we took
hacks to St. Andrews Bay. This
place has been much advertised by
the Cincinnati company controlling it

The bay is a beautiful sheet of
water and abounds with fish and
oysters. The water is very clear,
and I never saw finer oysters than we

gathered there, while sailing on the
bay. The er considered
one of the finest salt water fish
known is found in abundance, just
outside the bay, in the Gulf of Mexi-

co.
The soil at St. Andrews is only

fair. The town is as yet very small,
but should they ever have a railroad,
it would probably develop into a fair
fish, oyster and lumber market.

Until there is some improved meth
od of reaching the place it csnnot
hope to improve. The trip there and
back,;as it now has to be made from
Chipley, is simply horrible.

The great fault of the company ad
vertising this place, is in leading
their purchasers to suppose that these
lots, etc., are in or near the town,
and "by the sea," while they are, in
fact, from 2 to 5 miles back from the
"town" and "sea," n the heart of
the pine woods.

Beaching Jacksonville, the metrop
olis of Florida, we found a beautiful
city on the banks of the St. Johns
river. The oxen and carts have dis-

appeared and the streets are filled
with nice horses and carriages.

The buildings, as a class, are good,
some of them quite fine, and appar
ently a large business is done. Her
wharfs are crowded with steamers for
all points on the Atlantic coast and
the St. Johns river, and they are con-

stantly arriving and departing.
But Jacksonville is well known to

all, as it is visited by all who visit
Florida, so we will take a steamer
up the St. Johns river(up is south on
this river) to Tocoi, taking cars
across from there to St. Augustine,
the oldest town in the United States.
And a queer, quaint old city it is.
The narrow streets, only from 10 to
20 feet wide tl.e old Spanish houses
with their overhanging porches the
old city gales with part of the old
city wail the old sea wall, built from
coquina(a shell stone) the old Span
ish slave mart in the plaza the old
cathedral with its bells, its sun dial
and its queer old pipe organ the old
Spanish fort in which 300 Indians
are now kept confined. In fact, in
St. Augustine everything is old, every- -

i thing is Spanish an J everything is in

teresting.
One can hardly realize that they

are in the U. S. while exploring these
old building"- - No description could
picture it properly. One must see
it to underc',:nnl i.nd appreciate the
"quaintness" of things.

From St. Augustine to Palatka a
flourishing city on the St. Johns
thence up the Ocklawaha river to
Silver Springs a trip never to be
forgotten.

The Ocklawaha is the narrowest
and crookedest river in the world
that is navigated by steamboats and
these are built specially for that
river.

Here the alligators are firrt seen,
occasional groups of palm trees are
passed and at night, when the head
light of pine knots on top of the pilot
bouse is lighted, everything looks
wierd and novel. The last ten miles

Silver Springs run is made
through water clear as crystal, and
fish of all kinds can be plainly seen,
swimming lazily around from 10 to
50 feet below the boat. At the
spring a nickle can be plainly seen
lying on the bottom, 65 feet below.

From Silver Springs we went south
to Leesburg,in the ''lake region," and
on to Brooksville, the county seat of
Hernando county. As a county,

A Church is a collection of believ-
ers in God's word, who meet to en-
gage in his holy worship.

If they fail in some instances tbey
should not be discouraged, but go to
the great Teacher aud learn His meth
ods better and thank Him for the
good that has been done. As the
work of the church is especially de-

voted to the instruction and training
of the young, the Sunday School has

special claim upon its sympathy
and The church organ-
ized to simply entertain will soon
lose its power to save and all its
prosperity will be but a cloak to hide
its spiritual barrenness. Mankind
soon detects and never fails to de-

spise all attempts to play gospel. As
a church we should cultivate broad
views as to the aim of the Sunday
School work with its adaptation to
all, Iroio the wse to the simple. Some
as teachers, others as learners, for
God expects fruit from each one that
enjoys church privileges anl rvla
tions.

When we look into the history of
Sunday School movement, and see
what rapid progress it has made we

cannot but feel that its origin and
progress has been the Lord's doings,
and that in this w;iy He has led His
servants to do wonderful things for
the promotion of His glory. It was
at first organised for the outcasts of
society, but to-da- y it has become the
training school for the church, for
the first great and essential truth
taught is that of salvation from sin
through the mediation and rcilcmp
tion of Jesus Christ. Great advan
tages will result from the Sunday
School depending on the church for
its existence and the Sunday School
organisation in the church provides
work for all and gives each one the
work for which b is best fitted. The
parents and children wPl Boon be
united in the sympathy which arises

from being engaged in a common
work, the study of God's word, thus
exerting a purifying and educating
influeuce upon the population of the
countrv. We all know thai children
must be doing something and if they
have nothing good to do they will do

somethiru evil, eo it is wisdom to

give them good and useful employ
mcnt.

There are many iu the church who

claim we have uo scripture for the

Sutiday School and object to its cx

isience. They prefer to rest on the
Lord's day and teach their children

at home. Teaching their children is

right, for the duty of parents to train
their children to honor and glorify
God is declared by God himself and

the responsibility cannot be evaded.

The intention of the Sunday School

is not to discard, but to follow up
family instruction and to furnish fur
ther steps toward church relations

in such a fellowship of learning as

would make them practical servants
of Christ and bring them into fellow-

ship and con: munion of the church.
Furthermore, the children that re-

ceive the best instruction at home

make the best scholars in school.

But as far as resting is concerned,

Saturday is the day on which to rest.

None of us, ns Christians, have

any right or authority to so arrange
our work through the week, so that
we cannot attend the services of the
Lord's house on the Lord's day.

When the church fully understands
the relation that the Sunday School

sustains to it, touch will be done

toward cnab ing the Sunday School

to retain its older scholars. At

present a large number of those who

are ending their teens think it be-

neath them to attend the Sunday

School. But let them be Identified

with it and feel that thry can be use-

fully employed and lln ir services be

fully recognized, they will finally

consecrate t'ieir hearts to Christ and

their lives to th church. At present

there seems to lie a gulf between the

church and the multitude but if the

church will adopt the Sunday

School as its work it will throw a

bridge acrosn it on which the church
can reach the people with ita mes-

sages of lovn and mercy and across

which the people can come for light

and salvation.
As the Sunday School has been

called the church at work, if it would

only go to work as a church, the
good that might be accomplished only

eternity can tell. Our young men

and young women are the hope of
the church. Thev will not crow mi

to love it nnlesti they are proviaed
with knowledge concerning its work,
which Is the salvation of souls.
