Arrangements for the Unveiling
of a Monument at Pea

Ridge.

From the St. Louis Republican.

An increasing interest is manifest-
ed by the of Missou-
ri in their state association and the
active efforts now being made for
the success of the annual reunion to
be held at Mexico on the. 14th and
15th of September. A Republican
reporter, who yesterday called at the
comfortable headquarters of the as-

sociation, 1600 Lucas place, found
the secretary, Judge C. A. DeFrance,
mailing posters and documents to
the fourteen ts. "The
idea of forming a state association,"
said the secretary, "originated here
about 7 years ago, the first and most
active promoter being Maj. John S.
Melton of this city. There was a
hearty response from all portions of
the state, and the first public meet-
ing was held at Moberly, Sept. 28,
1881. It was a veiy enthusiastic
gathering and surprisingly large.
The address of welcome was made
by P. J. Carmody, then Mayor of
Moberly, now a resident oK St.
Louis, and the annual address deliv.-ere-d

by the late Gov. Reynolds.
The large crowd was handsomely en-

tertained by the citizens ; articles of
organization were agreed upon, and
a committee appointed to prepare
and report a constitution. Gen. Mar-madu-

was elected president, and
he appointed Capt. Lesseuer of Lex-

ington, secretary, and Ed. Cunning-
ham, of this city, treasurer. Suc-

ceeding reunions have been held at
Sedalia, Jefferson City, Louisiana
and Marshall all well attended and
proving pleasant and hospitable oc-

casions for the meeting of old
friends. The names, command, rank
and post-offic- e address of all mem
bers are preserved in this volume
here, which is ia fact an army ros
ter."

Here the secretary opened a large
folio, indexed through, containing be
tween 2,000 and 3,000 names, and in-

tended to hold 20,000.
THE CEMETERY.

"At the second meeting, at Se-

dalia," continued the secretary,
"steps were taken to improve the

cemetery at Springfield,
Mo., which contains about 400 of
our dead, and with so much spirit was
the undertaking assumed, and so
hearty the responses, that within a
year about $7,000 was collected and
a beautiful and substantial (tone en-

closure was made, under the euper-intenc- e

of Architect McNamara. In
May last this property was turned
over to the State association by the
local committee of Springfield, which
has had it in charge, and henceforth
it will be cared for by the associa-

tion."
"What are the future plans and

objects of the - association?" was
asked.

"Now that the cemetery is well in
hand one of the first undertakings
will be to erect a monument there, on
which will be inscribed the names of
the 406 Confederate heroes whose
remains are lying in undistinguish- -

able graves. Steps will also be taken
to assist the ladies of the

Cemetery association at Vicks-bur- g

in erecting a suitable monu
ment to the Missouri dead at that
place. At the Marshall reunion last
year the association by resolution
expressed approval of the work of

the Sterling Price Monument asso-

ciation. In regard to these two last
movements the results will be ac
complished chiefly by individual aid,
subject to the general direction and
approval of the State association.

THE FIRST OBJECT

stated in the constitution is 'to pro
vide means for assisting those of its
members who have, by the strokes of
war or mibfortore, been rendered in
capable of providing for themselves
and their families.' This is under-
stood by some to mean the establish
ment of a home for disabled and de
pendent This end
has not been lost sight of, but no
present need for such an institution
exists. You will be surprised, and
the members are much gratified to
know, that during the seven years of
existence the demands on the treas
ury on tnis line have not been more
than $100, and that mostly for bury-

ing whose families
or friends could not stand that ex-

pense. Local societies and individual
contributions have given relief in
some 'cases, but these, also, were
comparatively in small degree."

"What are the qualifications of
membership?"

"That the applicant shall be a resi-

dent of Missouri, in good stand-

ing; shall have served the Confeder-

acy, whether in the military, naval or
oival service, and shall pay the an-

nual due of SI. Citizens' ef other
States, now resident here, are on the
same footing as Missourians."

How it Is Construed by Ilea. J. P.
Wood, Ait nor ot the Bill.

New Londoh, Mo., July 20, 1887,
Hon. J. W. Alexander: Doar Sir:
Replying to yours of the 18th Inst,

will say that in my opinion tbe local ,

option law, when adopted by a county
or city, repeals the pharmacy law, so
far as it relates to the sale of all in-

toxicating liquors, except wine for
sacramental purposes or pure alcohol
for medicinal art, scientific or me-

chanical purposes.
The local option law is in no sense

a grant of any right or privilege to
any vendor of intoxicating liquors
on the contrary, its every position Is
to restrain under severe penalties the
sale of any kind of intoxicating liquors
except those noted above. Under
this law the druggist can have no
additional rights ; any sale made by
him must be under all the require-
ments of tbe pharmacy law; every
right he had under the pharmacy law,
except the right to "sell wine for
sacramental purposes or pure alcohol
for medicinal art, scientifio or me-

chanical purposes," is taken from him
by the local option law. The right
that the druggist had under the plar
macy law to sell pure alcohol when
prescribed by a physician is not in-

terfered with by the local option law,
but the right he previously enjoyed
under the pharmacy law, to sell any
other intoxicating liquor, such a
whisky, brandy, ale, beer, "Rocky
Mountain Bitters," etc, etc., Is taken
from him by ibe local option law. In
other words, if your county should
adopt the local option law, my judg
ment is the only kind of intoxicating
liquor that may be sold by any per
son, under any circumstances what-

ever, or for any purpose whatever,
is the exceptions contained In Bection
8 of the local option law, to wit:
Wiue for sacramental purposes or
pure alcohol for medicinal art, scien-
tific or mechanical purposes." Such
was certainly the understanding in
the senate when the provisions of
this bill were under discussion, and
such was my understanding as its
author. The physician cannot pres-
cribe whisky, wine, gin, etc., for his
patients, nor can the druggist fill such

SILLY RUMORS, WITHOUT
FOUNDATION, CURRENT

ON EVERY CORKER.

Tbe Whole Matter Summed up, to
be Taken For What it is

Worth Indications
Good.

Probably never before, and cer-
tainly not in the history of Mexico,
has there been so much interest
taken in something about which no-

body knows anything, as in the gas
well of this city. If there is any oil
or gas at the bottom of the hole
bored on Flat Rock, no one knows
anything about it, except, possibly,
those immediately connected with the
workings at the derrick. The gen
tlemen in charge of the wr . have
never made a positive assertion that
gas had already been struck in any
quanity worth mentioning; in fact,
the smell noticed in the sand pump
was tbe only indication of its dis
covery. Kumors are rife all Over the
city as to tbe existence of gas or oil
at the bottom of the hole, which is
now filled to the brim with water.
On one corner it is learned that the
hole has been Bealed up by the Min
ing company directors, while a block
further down the street, tbe reporter
strikes a bunch of men who say that
Wolf is just dallying along, giving
outsiders a chance to buv uu all the
little stockholders and make big
leases before he shuts off the water
and plunges tbe drill into a cavern of
natural gas. All this is silly talk,
however, and after a careful investi
gation the Ledger can say that if
there is any certain indication of the
discovery of oil or gas in the Flat
Rock well in the immediate future,
that fact is unknown to the directory
of the company or to the drill men
themselves. All the rumors and sen-

tier had been originally created to
proiect. In verse 17, he gave the
following emphatic caut'on to those
that heard him, sufficiently so one
would think to prevent that and all
succeeding generations from misun
derstanding him. "Think not," said
he, "That I am come to destroy the
law and the prophets. I am not come
to destroy but fullfill. For verily I
say unto you, till heaven and earth
pass, one jot or title shall iu no cise

pass from the law till all be fulfilled.

The term law as used by the Savior
had reference to divine government
as a whole and not to any of the clas
sifications that have been made of it
as moral ceremonial and civil, the
last two of which in the Mosaic de
pensation were supplemental to the
decalogue and given to carry out
and apply the principles of the cotn- -

maudtccnts. It would be a mistake
to look upon the decalogue as

only one branch of legal re- -

quiiement. By no ingenuity what
ever can it be divided or separated
into eccesia6tical and civil law, both
of which in the divine mind were
evidently designed to be of parallel
and jurisdiction. The
church, however, is a kingdom of
persuasion. The sword is entrusted
to the state. Therefore the words
quoted related to all is divine and
had the same import as if the LorJ
had said: "I am come to carry out
the will of God." By refering to the
distruction of the elements Christ
intimated that he contemplated all
time, considered every exigency and
intended to provide for it in accord
ance with the councils of eternity.
Iu their narrowest aspect and as ad
dressed to those that surrounded the
Lord they had t he same meaning as
jf He had said: ','All revelation,
every cotmnsndmeiit, every type and
shadow will find its consummation in
me. Having thus cautioned the mul
titude the Savior proceeded to
develope the spirit of the divine law
as it was applicable to those that had
without cause reviled his disciples
In oing this he made use of several
of the cointnaudmrit-- , but as only
ono of them is included in this les
sou further comment will be confined
t it.
