Tho Story of Ilia Downfall tu

Early Life and Ills Subse-

quent Conversion.

Jones, with whom he has been asso-

ciated for the purpose of saving souls

for some months past, told the story
of his life to au immense audieuce iu

the Opera House last night. As
early aa seveu o'clock the buildiug
was packed, many at that time stand
iug. near the doors.

After the singing of "Glory be to
the Father," "When the mists have
cleared away,'' and "The Lord is my
Shepherd," by the choir, the speaker
was introduced by Rev. E. K. Miller
as "the mau ot whom you have heard
so much and seen so little Rev
Sam Small."

Mr. Small settled down to work
right away, for he had a long lecture
and is naturally a quick talker. He

THE STATE OF TRADE.
It is seldom that a state of aff iirs

like the present has existed in the
grocery trade. Stock3 of goods seem
to have suddenly become exhausted,
and the demand has all at once be-

come immense and most pressing.
Prices advance almost daily, but
there is no consequent falling off in
the urgency of buyers. Many goods
are 25 to 50 per cent, higher than
they were a month ago, and selling
better now than at the former prices.

Doubt
less this activity is owing largely to
the drouth, which has cut off sup
plies to some extent in the country,
but besides this it would seem that a
still more potent reason is that the
the demand has overtaken the supply.
No stocks were carried over this
year, and short crops and shoit pack
ing have found the trade with no re-

serve stocks on hand.
The local merchants predict a

heavy fall trade, which is already
to make itself felt.
