Gentlemen: There is no place in
this great State in which you would
not be at home t

I wish I had language to fitly express
tne warm-nearte- wnoie-soui- ea creel
ing which the citizens of this citex-ten- d

to you on this occasion.
I can only say that 1 echo the one

voice of its entire people when I bid
you welcome. It is an honor as well as
pleasure to entertain such guests. The
orave, battle-scarre- d veterans of the
the great war, whether they w ere of the
one sule or the other, are entitled to
our highest respect and admiration, for
they are the men who marked the per
iod and made its history the most won- -
Ueriul oi any age.

Other times nave given to the world
names made famous by brave deeds,
but no period of the past no people on
earth ever before furnished whole ar
mies of heroes like ours.

There never was such a war as ours.
There was a war between two sections
of the greatest people on earth a peo-
ple who had never known defeat a peo-
ple as invincible in arms as they are
chivalrous in peace.

In a war among such a people it was
inevitable that the weaker side should
go down, but they wmt down in a halo
so glorious that Its brightness, its
splendor, will be seen upon the. shores
of time until the stars go out in dark-ues- a.

It has been called the war of the re-

bellion, but when all passion shall sub-
side', when our better judgment shall
return to us, the historian will write
aud say that the same grand, honest,
patriotic motives actuated both Sections.
The one to maintain those great funda-
mental rights, coeval with the govern-
ment, and which were believed to be
imperileJ, and the other to maintain
the Union at all hazards; but whaWver
may have been the cause there was on
the part of the Southern people au ear
nestness, an nunesiy ana uevouou inai
robs it of the odium of treason and
raised it to the diguity of a great war.

History furnishes no parallel to sucn
a conflict. The one side was greatly in-

ferior in numbers, it was without the
the proper munitions of war; its ports
blockaded; hemmed in on all sides;
without moiiev and without credit: its
soldiers naked and hungry, and yet for
four years these soldiers stood face to
face with the grandest army the world
ever saw. lo say that such gallantry.
such heroism was ever equalled would
ne to insult tnat great, that countless
ariry in blue that stood by the guns of
tne other siae.

It was great even in its fall. Its very
surrender was in keeping with whole.
It was not as if a rebellion bad been
crushed. There were no terms humili
ating and disgraceful. There was no
disgrace, and the splendor of the van
quished was only equalled by the mag
nanimity of the victor, for upon the
field of Appomattox there was only the
military salute of one great American
general to another great American gen
eral; that was all. This was the end.
peace, dove-lik- e, spread its white wings
once more over one people, bo tnat to
day there remains nothing of the war;
nothing but the glorious memories of
its great deeds, a love lor its neroic
dead and a patriotism intensified and
purified with this baptism of blood. It
is right to meet and revive such mem
ories. It will make us Draver men ana
better citizens to remember the sacn
hces. the devotion and the valor of the
American soldier and it will make us
more considerate neighbors and better
friends, North and South, to remember
that the same gallant Diooa irom
common ancestry courses the veins of
Dot n sections.

The world will remember and do
homage to tbe names of the great lead
ers. for such names as Lee. Grant
Stonewall Jackson and Sterling Price
belong to all people and to all time
But there is another class that is en-
titled to equal honor and to equal
praise the privata soldier the name-
less hero who sleeps, it may be, with
out a grave in the Wilderness, on the
banks of the Rappauannock, upon the
mountain heights oi Antietara or upon
the bloody hills of Franklin. These are
the men who bore the burden and heat
of the day; these are the men who stood
where 6hell burst and shot fell thickest;
these are the men who checked the
route or made the victory . glorious;
these are the men who immortalized
the battlefields of Wilson Creek, of
Sbiloh, of Gettysburg and Manassas and
their glorious deeds are traced upon
the age as by the finger of Jehovah and
will fade only when the race itself bhall
fade into the Infinite.

But there is another and a grander
side than this the side of reconcilia
tion ana peace. vv hen lien. JLee sur-
rendered tbe great cause at Appomat
tox tne oouiuern soldiers returned to
their homes those homes ainoug the
cotton fields, among the orange groves
and magnolia shades of their beautiful
South to find them swept as with the
Dtsom ot destruction. In place of the
ease and elegance, the affluence of oth-
er days, tbey Sad want, starvation and
rum, widowhood and orphanage, all
around them. I care not what may
have been the conduct of tbe Southern
soldier upon the bloodiest field of bat
tle, it was more than equalled by the
resignation and courage with which
they looked tbe future in the face. And
yet even from such a scene of desola
tion and ruin, forgetting and forgiving
all the past, they stretch the hand of
iraternal greeting to tbe other side, and
with a fraukness and a "manliness for-
ever to be praised and admired, that
hand was clasped by tbe other side. It
is beautiful; it is grand. So they meet
and mingle as friends and brothers- -

not only in the stern affairs of men; not
only in the busy marts of trade, but
ever upon the very scenes of former
connicts, there they meet and over thegraves of dead comrades they pledge
anew their friendship. Who would
disturb such onions? Who would mar
sucn a peace and reconciliation? Not
the brave man North or ooutb; not tbe
gauani soldier iroru either army. Tbey
are tne political assa-si- ns who would
murder a nations peace for par-
tisan ends. Ghoul-lik- e they gorge
and fatten upon the loathsome
remains of the dead sectional
hate. Let their names be anathema mar--
anatna.

Divided we may nave been, even to
tbe shed Jing of blood upon great ques
tions oi oia.ee, out even men we were
one Deorjle as we are one dnd i to-da- v

One people from the lakes to the Gulf,
from ocean to ocean; yes, wherever the
flag floats there is the Union, and with
such a Citizen soldiery we shall never
lessen in extent or lose in honor.
