Article 3, of the constitution read
as follows:

All ex-Confederste soldiers of Mis-
souri, together with those of other
States resident 10 Missouri, and sll
naval and civil officers who served
the Confedersey, being in good
standing, shsll be eligible to mem-
bership in this Association. Upon
motion, it was amended 30 as to make
all the sons in good standing over
18 years old of Confederate soldiers
eligible to membership ia the Associ-
tion.

In a neat speech, Gen. D. M.
Frost nomwinsted Col. Robert Me-
Culloch, State Register of Lands, as
President of the Association for the
coming yesr. He was elected by a
Junanimous vote without further nom-
ination. Gen. Frost, Col. Musser
and Maj. Kenna escorted Col. Me-
Culloch to the stand.
