KEMPER BUILDING.

One of the Handsomest Business
Houses in the City—A De-
scription of the In-
terior.

Without doubt, the finest build-
iog for its purpose in the city, is the
one now being rebuilt by Wm. Kem-
per, on the West side, just south of
Lleweliyn’s, which will be occupied
when finished by H. Easter, the
grocer,will put into it one of the finest |
line of groceries carried in Mexico.
It was originally occupied as a meat
market, st which time the room was
only some 40 feet in depth and part
of its width was taken up by 8 etair-
way, leading to the dwelling rooms
above. Mr. Kemper has now ex-
tended the room to the siley in the
resT, so that it is the same depth as
the Opera House, and by removing
the front stairs he has made it some
three feet wider. The old front has
been replaced by one of the newest
designs, with e.egant French plate|
windows, 6x12 feet 1n size, that will
compare favorably with any in the
Isrge cities. The entrance is eigbli
feet and seven inches in width, giv-|
ing pleuniy of rcom for the busiest of

Satordays. Tae cellar is the best in
the city, being seven fe«t high at the |
lowest place, and is paved with brick i
throughout. An elevator, running

through to the second story, makes
it possible to handle the beaviest
goods without difficulty. At the back |
there is a heavy platform, capable
of bolding vearly a ecar load of salt,
with room underneath for wagoun
shelter and cosal honse. The interior
of the store has heen finished in ele-
gant style, regardless of expense, |
niter Mr. Enster’s own ideas of what |
a groeery store should be. ~ Under |
the shelving, at the left, as you enter, |
there are a series of bins, with roll-|
ing tops that «ff-ctually exclude all

dust, mice, ¢te. These sre for the re-

ception of homuny, rice, oat meal and

the like, which are generally kept in |
barrels and boxes, gnd are a]w:\_\si
more or less in the way. Above these |

bius the shelving is protected by|
glass sash, beluind which will be
kept such articles as would be
spoiled by dust and flies. Under the
second counter will be kept the
sugars, in barrels, with trucks under
them, fo thet they ean be bandled
with the least peuseible trouble. Be-
yond this counter is the offive. safe,
and scales, sunk to the level of
the fluor, so that heavy packages
can be weighed before going to the
elevator. Oa the right bhand side,
there is first, a short counter for to-
baceo and cigars, and thenm mixteen
foot counter with coffee bins, which,
when closed, give the appesrauce of
a solid front, Next comes s table
twenty-five feet in length for general
purposes and beyond this the water
pipes, wash stand, etc, leaving
enough space for the cellar stairs.
Oan the whole the building is as com-
plete as can be imagined snd reflecis
great credit on its genial and enter-
prnising owoer.
