The followine renort of the
Christian Aid Society of the Chris
tian church for the year ending
December 31st, 1887, . wasread by
Mrs. S. M. Martin:

aince H devolves upon me, as
the chosen vessel, to present the re
port of the Ladies, Aid Society for
the year that is just closing,! do so
more as a reporter of the deeds of
others than as an actor, it is so
little of this work that we our
selves have helped to do.

While our report will show that
much has been done by this band
of workers in the Lord's vineyard,
we can not help thinking that more,
much more, could and should
have been done by this Society, and
we trust that you will patiently
and profitably hear some sugges-
tions from us concerning the work
for another year.

But we shall first read a condens-
ed summary of this year's receipts
and expenditures.

The report shows the Bisters of
this society to have been engaged
in many good works; nor have
these works been confined to the
narrow limits of home.

The report of cash on hand
shows that we have not been cov
etous; indeed, the good done has
been circumscribed only by two
things only viz.

lhe amount ot cash received
and the small number of our sisters
who take an active part with us, or
who even belong to our Society
now by increasing the latter, we
augment the former, and here is
our first suggestion. For we find
out of a total church membership
of 163 married sisters, that 68, or
42 1-- 2 per cent are members of our
Aid Society, and of the 68 who are
members the average attendance at
our regular meetings is not more
than 10. I do not make these
statements complainingly but
rather "to stir your pure minds up
by way of putting you in remem
brance,"

We need a revival amongst us
and i would suggest that we "go
every where preaching the word,'
until many of the remaining 95
married sisters- are with us, not
only in heart, (for we know their
hearts are with us anyhow) but also
in hand.

DEAR SISTERS,

winter is here again, and will
no doubt bring his usual train of
suffering which we are called upon
to relieve, by Him who said;

The poor ye have always wit
you. Are we prepared to respond
to the call ? It takes means and
management and we must be about
the latter, in order to secure the
former. We must first provide for
the poor of our own household-God'- s

children, but we must not
stop here, unless ability fail us .

The church, either through its
societies or independent of them,
should jn no case fail to provide
for its worthy poor and destitute.

If there should be any xinworthy
poor, let them either be made
worthy by proper discipline or
with drawn from, and let not their
acknowledged unworthiness he
urged as an excuse for the failure
of the church to care for them.

Major Eollina Bead.
Mai or James S. Rollins, one of

James . Kollins was born in
Madison county, Ky., and emigrat-
ed to Boone county, Mo., with his
distinguished lather,Dr. Anthony
W . Kollins, early in this century
He was educated and graduated at
college in Indiana ; read law with
Sinclair Kirtley in Columbia, Mo.
was elected to the legislature from
Boone county at an early age and
was the author ot the bill establish
ing the Missouri University at Col
umbia; repeatedly represented
Boone as big in the legislature
In I860 was elected to congress from
the district composed of counties of
jjoone, Auarain, Montgomery
Ral s an St. Charles, Pike, Monroe
and Marion beating Jno. B
Henderson. He succeeded him
self in 1862: was a Whig candi
date for Governor in 1844 against
Austin A. King, and again in 1S58
against Bob Stewart and came with
in 334 votes of being elected ; was
Democratic candidate for the nom
ination for Governor in 1872. and
was defeated by Gov. Woodson
He was well known in this county
where he had large land interests
