teresi utner raiataote ueatv

"When I came to Mexico, twen
ty-tw- o years ago," snid J. D. Tuck-- !
er to the Salad Mixer, "there!
were not over a half dozen brick
houses on the Court House Square.
One stood on the present site of the
Ringo Hotel, about where Pol-

lard's jewelry store is; a couple!
were on the North Side, and I doj
not remember where the others were J

located. The present residence oft
Collector Hopkins marked tho foot!
ot liberty street ana on fashionable ;

Monroe the house were few and
far between. Only an occasional
house stood out prominently on
high West Mexico. I say promin-
ently because shade trees were not
so plentiful then aa now and a
house stuck up on stilts on a hill
side was a striking object. Where
the Windsor Hotel and Electric
Light Work9 now stand there was
a ragged.deep gully, the sites of the
Opera House and the residence of
Mr. Bassford being on the east and
west slopes, respectively. Where
Mr. Bassford'a residence now
stands, opposite the Windsor, there
was a patch of hazel brush. Some
of our leading citizens would ad
journ from the log Court House,
which stood about where my oflice !

now is, to this hazel patch, j

where they whuld while aways
the hours playing cards. Some
of those who spent their af-

ternoons there afterward took top
seats in the tally-h- o of life, one in
particular, I remember, becoming
an able minister of the gospel
the scene ot these little games
was then considered out of town
A hazel patch cut a figure in the
early judicial history of the county
as well. The Court House of logs,
as I told you, stood where the
Weinand block now is, and there
being but one room, the juries ad
journed to the brush patch in the
rear, on the present location of Mor-

ris' stables, where, with the
ground birds ctirping merrily
about and only the sky for i

shelter, they arrived at their ver
diets, which gave as much satisfac
tion, I expect, ss those handed
down in the halls of justice by the
Supreme Court of Missouri to-da- y.

Mexico then and now are not to be
recognized as the same town."

"The first intimation William
Bybee had of his acquittal of the
murder of Greenman, when the
verdict was brought in last Satur
day night,"said one who was in the
court room when the jury filed in,
"was from one of his attorneys, J

color of the iiiHuixo, tho broad nostrils,
and the swollen look that the designer
has given the checks. It is supposed
to be timid ha in attitude of deep con
templntion. a very favorite one for
showing htm in. the plates of bronze
arc from six to ten inches thick, and
nJW living soldered together have been
chiseled smootlt. Tho face is sixteen
feet long, nine ami a half foot wide,
and tho width of tho shoulders is twenty-n-

ine font. There are 966 curls on
the head, ami behind it is a huge wood
en ha.o heavily gilded and nearly
eighty feet in diameter. This image
weighs 4A0 tons, ami the records show
that oH) pounds of gold and nearly
St.OOU pounds of mercury were used
with the tin and copper which make
the bronze of which it is constructed.

Second in importance, so far as size
goes, but realiy a much better known
figure, and in most ways more import-n- nt

than thnt at Nara, is the great
Buddah at Kamaktfra, about fifteen
miles from Yokohama. It is seated in
the open air near a small and prettily-situate- d

temple, mid its huge head can
be seen for some time through the
tre'tops as one approaches. The atti-
tude is more graceful and comfortable
than that of the tiguro ut Nara, and
the face wears a very gentle and placid
expression, the idea of deep thought
being remarkably well attained. This
figure is forty-nin- e feet seven inches
high, has a circumference of over
ninety-seve- n feet at the base, the face
is eight feet five inches long, the nose
three feet nine inches, and each thumb
Is three feet around. In the center of
the forehead is a bump of wisdom ten
inches high. The eves are of pure
gold, and iris said that the records
show that 1,500 pounds of that precious
metal were contributed to the smelting
pots while it was being cast. At pres
ent a beautiful temple, to cost about
$40,000, is being built over the' figure.
There is also a bronze liiuklha in one
of the parks at Tokio, the Japanese
Capita, winch is twenty-on- e feet six
inches in liiybt.

The Color of Birds Egfs.
Many birds make their nests in lofty

trees or on the ledges of precipitous
cutis. . Ut these the eagles, vultures.
and crows are conspicuous examples.
They are, for the most part, says Nat-
ure, too powerful to. be afraid of the
marauding magpie, and only fear the
attacks of beasts of prey, among which
they doubtless classify tue human race.
They rely for the safety of their eggs
on the inaccessible positions of the
nest. Many of thcin also belong to
still larger group of birds who rely for
the satetj-- oi tueir ggs upon their own
ability--, either singly, in pairs, or in
colonies, to defend them against all ag-
gressors. Few colonies of birds are

than those of herons,
cormorants, ai-- their respective allies.
These birds by white or nearly white
eggs. Nature, with her customary
thrift, has lavished no color upon them
because, apparently,' it would have
been. wasted effort to do so, but the
eggs of the guillemot are a remarkable
exception to tins rule, tew eggs are
more gorgeously colored, and no eggs
exhibit such a variety of color.

It is impossible to suppose that pro
tective selection can have produced
colors so conspicuous - on the white
ledges of the chalk cliffs, and sexual
selection must have been equally pow
ertess. it would tie too ludicrous a
suggestion to suppose that a oock guil
lemot fell iu love with a plain-colore- d

hen because he remembered that last
season she laid a gay-color- egg. It
cannot be accident that causes tho
guillemot's eggs to be so handsome
and so varied. In the case of birds
breeding iu holes secure from the pry-
ing eyes of the marauding magpie no
color is wasted here it is not wanted.

The more deeply nature Is studied
the more eertaiu . seems to be the con
clusion that ait ner emtt.vss variety is
the result of evolution. V It seems also
to be more and more certain that nat-
ural selection is not the--tans- of evolu-
tion, but only its guide. Variation is
the cause of evolution, but the cause of
variation is unknown.

A large
bowl was put in the center of the table,
into which the generaf put a spoon,
and, rising ashedid so, deposited 'some
of the contents in our IhiwIs. AVe rose
to acknowledge the courtesy. After we
were helped, the others helped them-
selves with their spoons and conveyed
the contents to their mouths. This
process continued through an inimmer- -
able number of ililtw bird's nests,
shark's fins, shark's lips, bamboo
shoots, etc. There were Chinese wines
supplied by nttemluiiU who sedulously
fiCed the cups. At intervals the atten-
dant brongiit to the guests a. damp
cloth with which die faces were moist-
ened. Pipes aud cigntettes were smoked
between. th course;-:- I noticed at the
Union Club, in Xr.v?
