John Rodgera ia Beotenoed to the
Penitentiary j-0-

r that Term
of Years,

The jury in the Rodgpjs murder
trial brought in a verdict of murder
ia the eeond degree at ' o'clock
Monday,-fixin- g the punishment
at thirty yours . Imprisonment
in the penitentiary, George Rob'
erUon at once moved for a new
trial and an arrest of judgment.

W hen the jury came in with its
verdiet, Rodgers, who had been
seated on a bench near the stovo in
the northwest corner of the Court
room, rose to hear it read. When
ha heard it ho turned ashy pale and
almost reeled backward iuta the
seat he had vacated. 'The thoughts
of thirty years imprisonment, of
in months and years of toil with
out recompense, of the probability
that he would never again be
free man thousands of torturing
leeungs seemed to weigh down up- -
on the accused, all in a moment,
and he wept bitterly. He was com
pletely broken down and his tears
excited the sympathy of those
gathered about."

The jury that brought in ' the
verdict took one balkit Saturday
night before retiring, six favoring
murder in the first degree, five in
the second and one in the fourth :

this ended the balloting until nine
o'clock Monday. On the- - first
ballot Monday four favored
v'erdict ofmurder in the first degree,
one in the fourth and seven in the
second. Six more ballots. with
ittle change, were taken, when the

verdict was reached.
