the judge of a court in San Fran-
cisco. At this momemt his young
wife, with her baby in her arms,
broke through the crowd aud took
a seat by his side. She was fol-- i
lowed by McNulty's aged mother,
who sank into another chair and
stared around excitedly.

Judge Murphy then narrated the
circumstances of the killing. Mc-

This was interrupted and the next
day Collins and McNulty met on
the street, and Collins desired to
resume their friendly relations.
McNulty answered in a surly tone
that he wanted to fight.

Collins
turned and received the bullet in
his right eye. He died instantly.

"This was a cruel murder," said

H annibal, Mo., Jan. 16. There
were no startling developments
m the Stillwell case to-da- y. Tre
negro Gibson is still held at the
police station, though the officers
assert that there is no charge
against him of any kind. His mis-
tress, Alice Ward, alias Broder,was
released this morning and rearrest-
ed this afternoon. No charge has
yet been placed against her. She
and Gibson tell conflicting stories
regarding the former's whereabouts
on the night of the murder and
Gibson has given three different
versions of his actions on that night
since his arrest.

The authorities "stoutly deny that
Gibson has any connection with the
Stillwell case ami the Pinkrrton
sleuths are making frantic-- efforts
to mislead the reporters and keep
the affair out of the newspapers.

Your correspondent learned to- -

day, however, that on the night of
the murder Gibson was gambling
in a Seventh street crap joint until
12 o'clock. About that time he
went broke and left the place. He
returned at 3 o'clock with plenty of
money and began playing again.
On the night of the murder he told
his mistress he was going to the
alley in the rear ef StillwelPs
house some time that night where
he expected to findjsomething.

In spite of the ingenius way in
which the officers and Pinkerton
men have mismanaged the case
there is a general and well-grounde- d

impression that the right man has
been caught at last. It is probable
that he had accomplices in the
deed, and another day or two will
undoubtedly witness their arrest.

Wedn3sday Night's Eclipse.
Fast flying,fleecy clouds bade fair

to hide the moon from view Wednes-
day night an hour or two before the
time for the earth's shadow to
make its appearance acrosrf her
face. But by half past nine o'clock
the flitting clouds had become
scarce, and between them very
satisfactory glimpses of the incon-
stant Queen of Night were obtained.
The moon entered the penumbra,
or light shadow, at about 8:35; at
9:42 the eolipse proper began; it
was at its maximum at 11:13, and
at a quater of one, fair Luna was
again free from obscuration.

The public has had so many op-

portunities within the past year of
w:tnessing eclipses of both sun and
moore, that the one of Wednesday
was of comparatively little public
interest. The weather being dis-

agreeable also had much to do with
the lack of interest in the event.
The last eclipse was the
seventh since the 27th of last Jan-

uary, or within one year, and that
is the maximum number that can
possibly occur within a period of
12 months. Four of these seven
were solar eclipses, and the other
three, of course lunar eclipses.
Three of the seven were total
eclipses, two lunnr and one solar,
and all of these three were visible
in this country.

Where to Live Cheaply.

If Frank G. Carpenter, whose
letters from the Orient have been
attracting some attention, is to be
believed, wages are relatively
higher in Japan than in Chicago.
At Tokio, according to Mr. Carpen-
ter, skilled workmen command
from 30 cents a day upward, while
salesmen receive from 815 to 20
per month. As this is in a country
where "food is about 62.25a month
for each person" and the "neces-
sary outlay for clothingabout 3.75
per year," while a one room house
may be had for "10( cents a month
American money," it is pretty
clear that the Chinese are not al-

together unwise in flowing thither.
It will be observed that rent in
Tokio is about one-thirtie- th of a
mechanic's wages; food about one-fift- h,

and clothing less than one-fortiet- h.
