FACTS ABOUT SMALI-PO-

Not as Contagious as Other Dis--!
eases, Nor as Dangerous.

In conversation with a reporter
the other day, a well known phy-

sician took occasion to remark on
small pox. "In the open air," he
said, "there is very little danger of
catching the disease if you are
separated from the patient by ten
feet of the light of heaven.

"In such diseases as scarlet
fever and measles," continued the
doctor, "there is a dissolution of
the harder outer partof the cuticle,
which, in the form of fine dust,
permeates the atmosphere, carry-
ing the contagion. This is not the
casein small-pox- , and smallpox
is not as contagious as scarlet fever
or measles. Not only is scarlet
fever contracted more easily than
small-po- x, but the scarlet fever
germ is a much longer lived poison
than that of the small-po- x germ,
and it can be carried in the cloth-

ing, I would say, a thousand times
as long. The small-po- x germ is
very short-live-d on exposure to the
open air, and can not be carried in
the clothes to the extent that most
people suppose. "This is
in the virus that is used for vac
cination. The vaccine points are
packed in cotton and gold beetle
skin in a way that makes them per-
fectly air tight, and yet they lose
their power in a few days. So
great is the necessity ot having the
vaccine points fresh that they
should never be more than a day
old when disposed of for use.

"Small-po- x is a disease much
more feared than scarlet fever, and
yet it is not as fatal. The death
rate in small-po- x cases is not over
6 or 4 per cent. It is larger m
scarlet fever and scarlet fever is
the more prevalent of the two
diseases."

A Dying State.

There is no hope for Nevada, and
its population must dwindle away
until but office-holder- s are left.
