The unfair method of handling
erain and trading the same was
made the subject of a very string
ent law. Here is a section of the
act:

"Public warehouse men shbll
not mix any grain of different
grades together, not select nor
mix different qualities of the same
grade for the purpose of storing or
delivering the same, nor shall they
deliver or attempt to deliver grain
of one grade for grain of another
grade, nor in anyway tamper with
grain while in a public warehouse
in his or their possession or
custody, nor permit the same to be
done by others with the view or
result of profit to anyone; and in
no case shall grain of different
grades, either from the general
stock or from special bins, b
mixed together while in store or
control of such public warehouse
men."

With the single exception of the
mortgage law there is not a Legis-

lative subject referred to in the
enumeration of either the wheel or
the farmers' alliance which has not
been the subject of a good law
Regarding mortgages, the Republi
cans are entirely responsible for the
failure of this law.

In the light of such facts the
farmers' organizations will have,

no occasion in the future to oppose
the Democratic party and if they are
true to the principles they proclaim
they will gladly support the party
which has promptly met their com
plaints.

Governor Francis, by his strict
attention to duty and his fearless

MILES OF WATEE.

Unpleasant Predicament ofan
Emigrant Family.

Hundreds of Acres Submerged
The Highest Water Known in

Years Watching the Eail-Boa- d

Bridges.

Just east of the city, standing on
slight elevation, with muddy,

swiftly flowing water within ten
feet on all sides, an emigrant out-

fit spent last night and all of to-

day. The movers are from the
East, hound for Oklahoma. They
arrived at their present location
late Monday night and when the
rain began yesterday morning it
was deemed best not to resume the
journey under the pelting drops.
So a camp was made, and the
family stopped on the little knoll.
The rain continued all through the
day, however, and at nightfall
there was no prospect of a cessa
tion. Salt River began to show
signs of a rise, but the emigrants
did not look at the swelling waters
with any degree of alarm. But
when they awake this morning
everything was difierent from the
night before. All about them lay
a sheet of muddy water and their
little camp ground was less than
fifty feet in width. The alarmed
party made soundings of the water
and it was found to be from five to
seven feet in depth, stretching far
on everv side. There are several
women and children in the party,
but none of them are thought to be
suffering. It is believed they have
plenty of food, though the wagon
is wet and their comiorts are lew
indeed. No effort to reach the
travelers has been made, as the
water seems to have reached its
greatest height and no danger that
the occupants of the island may be
washed away, is feared. The
nearest boat is nearly a mile away
an unless some new trouble arises,
the emigrants will be left on their
little patch of ground until the
water recedes.

THE HIGHEST IN YEARS.

The streams throughout North
Missouri are higher now than they
have been for years. It is doubted
if Salt River was ever swollen as at
present. East of this city, in the
neighborhood of. the railroad
bridges, this stream is now over a
mile in width, with back water
running two or three miles into the
woods and over fields. The water
is several feet deep all about Har
rison's brick yard and just east of
the Alton round house and south of
the main line of that road the water
is well up to the top of the fences
Trees that usually stand high and
drv two hundred yards from the
banks of thfr creek are submerged
to their branches, and the county
road running under the Alton bridge
is covered bv at least six feet of
swiftly running water. The wooden
bridge at the foot of Liberty street
now stands at least two hundred
feet from dry land on the west,
while on the east it cannot be ap
proached closer than a quarter of a
mile. The water is passing over
the floor of the structure, and nu
merous big logs aud great piles of
drift are bumping ominously
against its side. Within ten feet of
the ties on the Alton bridge a force
of men belonging to William Bow
ers' bridge gang is engaged with
long hooks in

and eendinr it down stream. The
men stand on the iron braces, which
are fully covered with water, and
with their prongs and hooks keep
the big logs frem striking the bridge,
They work in several feet of water
and their position is perilous in the
extreme. Below the narrow, water--

covered irons on which they stand
the water is fully twenty-fiv- e feet
in depth, while, filled with drift,

I the . swift current rushes about
I them. A sudden numbness or a

cramp would mean the loss of bal
ance, and more than likely, drown
ing.

Standing on the west end of the !

bridge the scene is a strange one. j

On every hand the waters extend i

out of sight and all familiar land-

marks seem changed. A reporter
for the Ledger stood in the driving
rain for twenty minutes, this morn-
ing, and watched the men below
battle with the drift-woo- d. A queer
feature of the high water is an

they are everywhere. Several lit-
tle fellows were seen swimming to
land through the current. They
made wonderful progress and wrig-

gled off in the grass and weeds as
soon as they reached the bank. A
number of the reptiles lay on the
rock foundation to the bridge, just
under the heavy timbers to which
the ties are fastened. When flung
off into water from the end of a
stick, they struggled a moment in
the current and then turned and
swam easily to land.

The Wabash bridge, which is a
heavy, covered structure, was
thought to be in danger this morn
ing and a number of men and a pile
driver were sent down to brace it
up. several carpenters, in rnliated
rubber suits, floated serenely on
the turbid waters and with hammer
and wrench tightened and strength-
ened the bridge materially. A few
venturesome, curious boys and men
visited the scene of the high water
while the rain fell this morning,
and this afternoon many ladies and
children went down to the water's
edge.

The trains of last -- night and to
day were all delayed by reason of
the heavy rain, but no serious dis
asters are reported.

AN UNPRECEDENTED RAINFALL.
The rainfall yesterday ,last night

and to-da- y was larger than ever be-

fore reported in this section. The
gauge at Llewellyn's government
station indicated a fall of four and
nine-tent- inches up to noon.
