Kaxsas City, Mo., Jan. 19.—
There is much excitement here in
cons2quence of the suspension this
morning of the American National
Bank, one of the largest financial
inatitutions in the West. The
capital stock of the American Na-

The Antiquity of Masonry.

Freemasons were excommunicat-
ed by the Pope in 1738. Free-
masonry 18 of great antiquty. It
is affirmed that it has had a being
“‘ever since symmetry began and
honor displayed her charms.”
Some writers trace the beginning
tothe time of the building of Bolo-
mon’s temple. About the Sixth
century Mohammedans instituted
free-masonry 1n Spain as a protec-
tion against Christian fanatics,
In 675 it was introduced into
Great Bntain (some authors
give an earlier date). The grand
lodge of York was founded in 926.
Freemasonry waa interdicted in
England in 1425, but after that
period rose to great repute, the
grand lodge of England being estab-
lished in 1717. The grand lodge
of Ireland was established in 1789
and that of Scotland in 1796.

The first masonic lodge in North
America was the Albion, instituted
i 1721, being formerly No. 17, E.
R , of Montreal. The first grand
lodge in the United BSiates was
constituted in Boston in 1733, un-
der the title of St. John’s grand
lodge. Henry Price, of Boston,
organized the lodge from a com-
misgion sent by Lord Vieeount

England,

I have been feeding cattle for 20
years, and have always been look-

get the best results; and with all
the ups and downs in the business
of feeding cattle I have never yet
lost money; but my most satistac-
tory results have been obtained
gince I started to feed oil cake.

I have found nothing to compare
with oil cake for healthfulnees, for
since I commenced its use I have

sick one on my premises; to which

perfectly healthy and regular, and
puts on a finish which can’t be ob-
tained with any other feed which I
have used.

make a great mistake by looking
on oil cake as a medicine and not
as a feed; and my opinton is that it
should be kept on every farm, as
it is good and profitable to feed to
everything from a chicken to &
steer in the fattening pen.

I have been asked which is the
best to buy, the ground linseed
meal or the whole cake. I prefer
the cake, which I buy in bulk, in
car loads; break i1t up into pieces
one or two inches rquare with a
hammer, alwa;s keeping a pile
abead to break on.

When etarting to feed my catile

I feed at first one pound per head
per day for a few daya until they all
get to eating it well, then increase
to three pounds per day; then, if
corn is 35¢ to 40c per bushel, in-
crease to seven pounds per head,
feeding along with corn; or, if pre-
ferred, feeding alone at a different
time of day. 1 have found it suec-
cessful either way. If corn is very
cheap I should siill feed not less
than three pounds per day.
“T find that by feeding in this
way I can get my cattle riper in
4 1-2 months at a less expense than
the old way of 6 months feeding on
corn alone; and when the cattle are
ready for market those fed on oii
cake command a premium of 40c
per hundred over those fed on corn
alone.

Hoping my experience may be
of benelit to any inquiries you may
