A FEMALE DYNAMITER

Tries to Blow TJp the Sealdenoe of a Chi-
cago Board of Trade Han.

Chicago, Aug. 4. An attempt was
made Wednesday night to blow up the
residence of Charles P. Irwin, a wealthy
board of trade operator, at 2300 Calumet
avenue, and the police are searching
high and low for the would-b- e assassin,
who is a woman. The attempt was made
a few minutes after 9 o'clock, and would
probably have been successful had not
persons passing by frightened the
woman, who left a large can half filled
with high explosives and ran toward
the lake. The can was discovered a few
minutes later, but the finders were
afraid to touch it and called Mr. Irwin
out, and on examination its contests,
discovered that it was more than half
filled with giant powder. In all, there
was about ten pounds of the deadly

The amount was sufficient, if
exploded, to have blown the building
to atoms and to have set fire to the
debris.

Mr. Irwin said: "I haven't the
slightest idea who the woman is, and
know of no reason why anybody should
cheerish any against me.
My firm has no dealings with women,
so whatever the motive the woman
had it could not be one of revenge for
unfortunate investments. I can not
believe that the woman is anything but
a crank. The can and its contents are
in possession of the police, and I am not
in the least worried about my safety."

cinct, and if from any cause such
candidate should fail to designate
the judges or clerks or the judges
and clerks so designated shall fail
to act, then five qualified voters of
such precinct may select sueh judges
or clerks. In all cases where judges
or clerks are selected by the voters
aforesaid the vacancy shall be filled
from the supporters of the candi-
date whose judge or clerk fails to
act. Before entering upon the dis-
charge of their duties said judges
and clerks shall take and subscribe
the usual oath taken by judges and
clerks of elections.

Each voter's name shall be enter-
ed in a poll book provided for such

' purpose,- and the ballots so received
shall, after having been counted, be
carefully sealed and transmitted to
this committee. After the counting
of said vote the judges and clerks
shall make out and certify duplicate
statements thereof, showing the
number of votes cast for the respect-
ive delegates in said precinct, one
copy of which shall be retained by
one of said judges or clerks and the
other transmitted to this committee
within three days after such election.

Upon the receipt of such returns
the State Committee shall cast up
said vote and issue certificates of
election to the delegates in each
county having received the highest
number of votes.

The delegates so elected shall as-

semble at St. Charles, Mo., on the
30th day of August, 1S92, at 10
o'clock, a. ni. and proceed to nomi-
nate a candidate for Congress in ac-

cordance with the vote cast at such
primary. The Chairman of the State
Democratic Committee, or his prop-

er representative, shall call said con-

vention to order and perfect its tem-

Because Her Father Did Hor Act
Honorably.

SAD SUICIDE OF A FAIR ST, LOUIS GIRL.

Annette Carroll Ends Her Life with
Strychnine Out of Honeat Shame .

at Her Father Not Paying

. Hi Just Debta.

St. Louis, Aug. 3. "If papa would
only pay his bills how happy we all
could have been." These words, writ-
ten In pencil with steady hand, is all
that remains to explain why Miss An-
nette Carroll, a handsome
girl, highly-connecte- d, ended her life
with strychnine.

In her home in the west end she was
surrounded with everything that a
girl could wish for. She was in good
society and society was fond of her.

Rhe also had a lover, a young man of
means and influence, Mr. Richmond
Cornwall, to whom she was engaged,
and whose wife she would have been in
a short time.

Apparently she was a very happy girl.
Still it seems there was a hidden sorrow
embittering her life. Her father was
addicted to the use of intoxicants, and,
according to her dying declaration,
failed to pay his bills. How this affected
her directly is not explained.

That it did is very evident, but she
did not make it known to her mother.
It was not until after death had sealed
her lips that the fact was made known.
The note was written on a piece of red
paper in which the drug clerk wrapped
the poison, and was not found until the
coroner went to the house to hold the
inquest.

As near as could be learn rd she must
have taken the poison between 11:30 p.
m. Monday and midnight At 11:30 she
w&e in her mother's room asking for
flowers Mr. Cornwall had left her. A
half hour later she was writhing in
pain and crying to her mamma to save
her. She died about 1:15 a. m--

Because of her family connection the
matter was kept a secret until almost
noon.

Mrs. Ellen Ilorlgen Carroll, mother
of the deceased, testified at the inquest
that Miss Annette was 18 years of age.
She was born in Lamar, Mo., and was
brought to St. Louis with the family
when 4 years of age. For some years
she has been attending a boarding-scho- ol

known as Ward's seminary at
Nashville, Tenn.

"I was in the parlor with my daugh-
ter until 10:30 o'clock Monday night.
Mr. Arthur Garrison and Mr. Richmond
Cornwall were her company.

She played the piano and sang for
them. Mr. Garrison left the house
about 10 o'clock, and half an hour
later i went s. she was
engaged to Mr. Cornwall, and
I left them together in the parlor.
About 11 o'clock Mr. Cornwall left
the house, and Annette came up stairs
and asked for some flowers that
nir. ijornwau ten lor ner. 1 gave
her the flowers and she kissed me good
night and went to her room. About
midnight I was awakened by loud
moaning and heard Annette calling me.
I hurried to her room and found her
writhing in agony.

"Mamma, I have taken poison," she
said. "Save me, mamma! Save me,
mamma!" she exclaimed two or three
times.

I awoke the servants and sent them
for the nearest doctor, who, on arrival
found her rigid and having convulsions
every few minutes. Her head was
thrown back and when he asked what
she had taken she answered:" Strych-
nine.

"Her mind was clear, and her mother
asked her why she took it, but she only
rolled her eyes pitifully and made no
answer. She would not say when she
took the poison or where she bought it.
The paper that contained the deadly
drug did not show where it had been
purchased. The only reason I can
assign for her act is the few lines she
left. She was an honorable girl and
could not bear tbe thought of her father
not paying his bills. She always paid
the bills she contracted. She had been
a member of the Central Christian
church since she was 12 years of age."

Mr. Cornwall, when informed of the
girl's suicide, was profoundly affected.
He said when he left her Monday night
she was as cheeful as could be. When
she kissed him good-b- y he said he no-
ticed something peculiar in her man-
ner.

Her parting was ro unusually affec-
tionate, and her good-b- y so profound.
He said he intended making her his
wife, and never knew that she had any
secret sorrow.

The
Auditor, Secretary of State, Attor-- 1

ney -- General, Treasurer and Rail-

road Commissioner each receive

$3,000 a year. The Attorney-Uen-era- l,

Treasurer and Auditor, as
prison inspectors, receive $250 a
year additional. As members of

the State Board of Equalization, the
Governor, Secretary of State, Audi-
tor, Treasurer and Attorney-Gener- al

receive $5 a day for actual services.
The salary of the Judges of the Su-

preme Court is $4,500 a year each
and the term is ten years. ; The
salary of the Judge of the St. Louis
Court of Appeals is $5,000 and the
term 12 years. ; The salary of the
Judge of the Court or Appeals of

Kansas City is $3,500 a year and
his term 12 years. The salary of
the Secretary of the Committee is
understood to be, like that of his
predecessor, $2,000 a year.
