HOW TO YOTE,

Rules In Reference to Marking the
Australian Rallot—Voting Must
all be Done Under one of the

Headlugs of the Tleket,

We received several inguiries in
reference to how to mark the ticket
in voting Nov. Sth. The Austra-
lian system is new to  those of our
readers living in the country and
the following rules and regalations
should be read closely and we sug-
gest that they be clipped out and if
necessary taken to the polls:

Section 4780. Voter to reccive
one ballot—judges to write the names
on ballots.—On any day of election
of public officers in any election
district, each qualified elector shall
be entitled to receive from the judges
of the election one ballot. It shall
be the duty of such judges of election
to deliver such ballot to the elector.
Betore delivering any ballot to the
elector. the two judges of election
having charge of the ballots shall
write their names or initials upon
the back of the ballot, except the
number of the ballot with ink orin-
dellible pencil and no other writing
shall be on the back of the ballot,
except the number of the ballot.
Amended 1891.

Sec. 4781. Voter to prepare bal-
lot—folding ballot—voting. On re-
ceipt of his ballot, the elector shall
forthwith, and without leaving the
polling place, retirealone toone of
the places, booths or fompartments
provided, to prepare his ballot.
He shall prepare his ballot by eross-
ing out the groups he does not wish
to vote and then make all changes on
one group by striking out the name
or names of candidates he does nol
wish to vote for, and write the name or
names of his choice underneath,so
thatthe remaining part shall express
his vote upon the questions submit-
ted. After preparing his ballot, tLe
elector ghall fold the same so that
the face of the ballot will be conceal-
ed and the initials of the judges
may be seen. He shall then vote
forthwith and before leaving the
polling place: #rovided, that any
outside party shall have the right
to challenge any voter whom he sus-
pects to be an illegal voter, and the
judges shall determine the right of
the party challenged to
Amended 1891.

See. 4782, One person to oc-
cupy booth,—Not more than one
person shall be permitted to oceupy
any one booth at one time, and no
person shall remain in or occupy a
booth longer than may be necessary
to prepare his ballot, and in no
event longer than five minutes.

Sec. 4783. Spoiling ballot—
judges to furnish another, etc.—
Any voter who shall by accident or
mistake spoil his ballet, so that he
eannot conveniently vote the same,
may, on returning said spoiled bal-
lot to the judges of election, receive
another in place thereof: Provided,
he shall at once make out and vote
said ballot. Every person who does
not vote any ballot delivered to him
ghall, before leaving the polling place,
return such ballot to the judges of
election having charge of the ballots,

Sec. 4784. Judges to prepare
ballot—when.—Any elector who
declares under oath to the judges of
election having charge of the ballot,
that he can not read or write, or that
by reason of physical disability he
is unable to mark his ballot, may
declare his choice of candidates to
the judges having charge of the bal-
lots, who, in the presence of the
elector, shall prepare the ballot for
voting in the manner hereinbefore
provided. Such elector, after mnk-
ing such oath, may require one of
such judges to read to him the con-
tents of the ballot, =0 that the elec-
tor can aseertain the relative posi-
tions of the names of the candidates
on each ballot. Amended 1891.

Sec. 4787. Destroying certificate,
ete.—Penalty.—No person shall:
First, falsely make or fraudulently
destroy any certificate of nomina-
tion, or any part thereof; or, second,
file any certificate of nomination,
knowing the sawe, or any part there-
of, to be false'y made; or, third,
suppress any certificate of nomina-
tion which has been duly filed, or
any part thereof; or, fourth, forge or
fulsely make the official endorse-
ment on any ballot. Every person
violating any of the provisions of
this section shall be deemed guilty
of a felony.

not Attena Dedication Exerelses
at Chilcage.

Cricaao, 1., October 18.—Grov-
er Cleveland, Mra, Cleveland and
the baby Ruth will not come to
Chicago after all. In a lotter re-
ceived by Secretary Culp, Mr.
Cleveland declined  the invitation
which the Exposition officials had
sent him to take part in the various
festivities of the woek. He had
been expectod to participate in all
the official and  social events, and
his coming was awaited by thou-
sands of friends.  Mr. Cleveland's
refusal to come to Chicago at this
time was not at all the result of
politicul or business engagements.
tle is not coming simply because
he does not wish to gain any polit-
ieal advantage over an opponent
who is detained by so sad a circum-
stance as that which keeps Pres-
ident Harrison from attending the
dedication exercises.

The text of Mr. Cleveland’s letter
follows:

New  Yorg, October 13.—To
Edward C. Culp, Esq., Secretary:
My Dear Smi—My response to
your courteous invitation to attend
the dedication ceremonies of the
World’s Columbian Exposition has
been long delayed. I should have
been very glad to be present on this
interesting occasion and thus show
my appreciation of its importance
if [ could do so solely as an ex-
President of the United States. |
am sure, however, that this is im-
possible; and I am unwilling to
undertake the trip, which, from be-
ginning to end, despite all efforts on
my part, would be regarded as a
political tour made by a candidate
for the presidency. My general
aversion to such a trip is over-
whelmingly increased inthis par-
ticular instance when 1 recall the
afllictive dispensation which detains
at the bedside of his sick wife an-
other candidate for the presidency.
[ have thus frankly stated the rea-
sons which constrain e to forego
the satisfaction which the aceept-
ance of your invitation would other-
wise afford me. I hope in the light
of a considerate and sympathetic
sentiment, which ought to be felt by
all our people, that these consid-
erations will be deemed abundant
justification of my action.
