A Cherk to Illiterate Voting.
One of the most striking and sig-nificu- ut

revt'latious yet disclosed by
statistics of the late ganeral election
is to be found in the olUcial returns
from Mississippi. This election
wan the iirst held under the new
state law providing that no adult
ninlo otherwise eligible to suffrage
may be ptmatted to vote unless he
can read and, if called upon, ex-

plain the constitution of the United
States.

Garden,Farm and Field.

BV JOHX J. GILL.

Hot lied.
Hot beds are important winter ad

ju nets of the garden. By judicious
use of them vegetables may be grown
during winter fur the table. Through
their instrumentality cities are sup-

plied with salads and radishes long
before they eau be raised in the
open air. They are also of great use
for forcing and plant raising in the
early spring. No garden should be
without them. They can be prepar-
ed in the following manner : Secure
enough good fresh horse manure to
make a pile from three to four feet
high and from six inches to a foot
wider every way than the box in-

tended to be used that of livery
stables where abundance of grain is
fed is best. If at all dry it should
be well watered and thrown lightly
together to ferment. This usually
takes place in a short time. A few
days after it should be turned, well
shaken up and mixed. The strawy
portion should be kept in the middle
of the pile. )ne turning is generally
suflicient but sometimes two are
necessary. The object of these
turnings is to heat the manure and
deprive it of rankness. When this
is accomplished the bed may be
constructed. Select for this purpose
a dry spot, well sheltered on its
north and open to the sun on its
south side. In forming the piles the
manure should be again well shak-
en, mixed together and packed
down. A box or frame having a
steep slant on the side fronting sonth
with appurtenances for glass sash
should then be prepared and placed
on the top and center of the manure
pile. The sash should be kept closed
until heat is generated. It should
then be raised to admit of either
ashes or sand being placed over
the manure within the frame to the
4epth of three or four inches and
again lowered. If the heat and
steam are excessive cold air must
be admitted. If the ashes or sand
have been removed from the sides
they should be replaced. In a few
days the bed will be ready for use.
Seed can then be sown in pots and
other vessels filled with rich earth to
be imbedded in the sand or ashes. If
they are watered occasionally the heat
will soon cause the seed to sprout
and grow rapidly. The sash should be
covered with boards in cold weather
When the heat of the manure is not
suflicient to keep the plants growing
what are called sidings must be
made. These consist of fresh ma-

nure piled up a toot wide all around
the frame. These renew the heat of
the bed and greatly promote its suc
cessful management.

In January sow in hot bed early
varieties of cabbage, cauliflower,let- -

tuee, carrots, beets, onions and
radishes.

COLD FRAMES.

In the spring cold frames are great
assistants in both city and country
gardening. They may be made by
placing the ordinary hot bed frame
upon ground judiciously selected
and properly trenched and .manured.
Pick out a rich and dry spot shelter-
ed on the north and open to the sun
on the south. Dig it up to twice
the depth of an ordinary spade and
mix fresh horse manure with the
Boil as it is returned to the place

t 1 ?A . , Ti , , .
"urn niuuu nusiu&fii. it suuuiu
be spaded as long and wide as the
box to be used. Put the frame over
this and cover with sash or oiled or
unoiled cotton cloth. . Bank up the
sides with manure and operate it as
in hot beds until a suitable temper-
ature is obtained. Reduce the sur
face to a fine tilth and sow in drills
about three inches apart. If too
thick when up thin to a proper dis-

tance in the row. in a cold frame
of this sort of a few square feet a
gardener or fanner can raise all the
plants he needs. In very cold or
wet weather the sash or cotton cloth
ought to be covered with boards
With proper management neither
gardener or farmer .""ad go to the
nursery ilia cabbage, cauliflower,

jasiery, egg, okra, pepper, tobacco,
" tomato or Bweet potato plants. Even

extra early cucumber, melon and
squash vines may be raised in pots
bedded in cold frames and trans-

planted to hills prepared for them in
the open air when there is no longer
danger of frost.

WATER IX BEDS.

It is quite important to have v.

convenient and full supply of water
for stock in winter. Good water of
moderate temperature promotes the
growth and fattening of cattle at this
season as much as anything that is
usually given them. It is especial-
ly necessary for the abundant pro-

duction of milk. In rainy and
stormy weather in winter, not to
speak of the danger of slipping and
falling, it is always a tedious and
disagreeable thing to drive stock to
a distant watering place, and the
colder and stormier the weather the
more necessary is it to keep stock
under shelter. Perhaps one of the
best provisions for stock water in
winter is large cisterns. These can
be dug and walled at moderate ex-

pense. In this country in most sit-

uations cisterns hold water without
being cemented and it is a poorly
equipped farm indeed that is not
provided with outbuildings suflicient
to keep up a necessary supply of

water for even a considerable bunch
of cattle. Water can be drawn from

these cisterns into troughs, either
within or outside the stalls occupied
by the herd. It has been proposed
to substitute water tanks for cisterns
but in the opinion of the writer the
latter would be the best and least
expensive to construct or to keep in
repair. In cisterns the water would
never get too cold for use in the
winter and would be all the more
acceptable on account of iU
temperature in summer. The warm-

ing of water in winter by artificial
means may be very good in theory
but in practice, however beneficial
it might be, it will be found in most
instances to be expensive if not im-

possible. If there is anything su- -

'perior to cisterns it is deep wells
operated by wind mills or horse
power.

Almost 100 Miles an Hour.
What is believed to be the fastest

time on record was made by a com-

pound locomotive of the Vauclaiu
type on the Bound Brook route be-

tween Philadelphia and New York
Friday evening, November 18. The
locomotive, No. 3S5, was attached
to the regular 5: 15 p. m. express
from Philadelphia, which consisted
of four cars. A number of very fast
runs of several miles were made.
Between Jenkintown and Yardley
five successive miles were r n in
205 seconds, or atthe rate of eighty-eig- ht

miles per hour, and near Nesh-amin- y

a mile was made in thirty
nine seconds. The record was
broken, however, between Plainfield
and Elizabeth of the Jine of the
Central Railroad of New Jersey,
where one mile was run in thirty-seve- n

seconds, and two successive
miles in seventy-fiv- e seconds, or at
the rate of ninety-seve- n miles per
hour. The engine which made this
extraordinary record weighs 123,800
pounds without tender, and carried
88,400 pounds of it on the drivers,
the latter being seventy --eight inches
in diameter.
