the production of stronger ones.
Sometimes, but not often, he renews
effort, repairs the garden fence and
stops its holes, purchases plants he
should have raised and sets them
out in his illy prepared and cloddy
soil where it is impossible, even
with cultivation, to produce thrifty
growth. Then he encounters grub
worms and bugs, whose attacks his
plants might have escaped or out-
grown had they been early and
thrifty. The striped bug destroys
his vines, butterflies attack the cab-
bages the cut-worms spared and
his wife’s poultry depredate his to-
matoes. His garden is a failure and
he abandons it to the weeds with
the avowed determination of never
again exposing himself to such a
run of bad luck, preferring that his
wife shall manage thereafter both
garden and poultry.
