Prehstoric American Mining.
From the Boston Transcript.

The ancient mound-builders, who
where the pioneer copper miners of
America, evidently handled large
masses of copper in much the same
manner as do their successors of to-
day. In a deep pit on the property
of the Minnesota Copper Mining
Company the early explorers (whose
discovery of copper was forced by
their stumbling upon the actual
mines and tools of their predecessors
of prehistoric America), found a
large mass of copper, nearly as big
as the one just cut up in the National
mine. This great block of nearly
twenty tons of virgin copper had
been mined away from the country
rock, and was elevated upon thick
slabs, some three feet above the
rough floor of the old mine. Secat-
tered about the pit were copper tools
of the miners, hardened by some
process which is a lost art in the
present day, to the fineness of steel,
with which these early explor-
ers and miners managed to cut
and pierce the hardest rock—rock
which modern miners attack only
with power drills and dynamite.
Similar discoveries of mining opera-
tions carried on by the moundbuild-
ers have since been discovered.

Newspapers and Progress.
Newspapers, above all other
enterprises, must keep up with the
march of progress, says Murat
Halstead. Fifteen years ago a
New York newspaper in gelting “a
new outfit of printing presses con-
gratulated itself that the acme of
perfection had been rgached and
that no change would be needed
until the presses were worn out.
But in less than five years every
one of those presses were in the
junk shop, although they were do-
ing better work than when first set
up, and from $15,000 to $25,000
had to be sacrificed on every one of
them. They were not worn out,
but new inventions had put them
behind the times.

WasHINGTON, June 15.—1It is
stated on the authority of Represent-
atlive Pendleton of West Virginia
that Postmaster General Bissell has
so far modified his famous- fourth-
class postoffice ruling as t» no longer
require charges to Le filed as a con-
dition precedent to the removal of
such postmasters as have served four
years. This modification is hailed
with joy by congressman with bun-
gry constitutents. A fourth-class
postmaster who has not served four
years cannot now any more than be-
fore be removed except for cause but
the life teaure during good behavior
theory seems now to have been laid
quite aside.

This afternoon Mr. Bissell con-
firmed the accuracy of Congressman
Pendleton's report. He said pub-
licly that it would hereafter be the
practice of the department to con-
gsider the completion of a four years’
term equivalent to a resignation of
an incumbent, and that the depart-
ment would thereafter proceed, eith-
er upon its own motion or upon the
representations of congressmen, to
act upon the case precisely as if a
vacancy had occurred. Moreover,
he gave it to be understood that Mr.
Maxwell would hereafter be per-
mitted to go at a Clarkson gait and
that congressmen would not be held
to too strict a proof in maintaining
charges against fourth-class post-
masters who had not served two
years.
