To the Editor of the Ledger.

Mexico, Mo., July 19.—As the
public may be assisted in arriving at
just conclusions as to what ought to
be done with our currency when Con-
gress convenes by having some fixed
elementary standpoint from which
to consider this important matter,
the wniter,through the LEpGER, ven-
tures to suggest the following:
