Seven Masked Men Bold Up a Train
And Secure Om $150,000

Wituont Any Great Trouble.

Washington, Oct. 13. When
the through special from" Jackson-
ville forNewYork on the Richmond,
Fredericksburg & Potomac railroad
was near Aquia creek, several miles
below Quantico, Va., not far from
Mount Vernon, and only two hours'
ride from here, at 9:26 o'clock last
night, the engineer was signaled to
stop. The porter went forward to
see what had caused the signal and
was confronted by 6even masked
men. As soon as the engine stop-

ped they walked back towards the
train and began to fire their weap-

ons, at the same time warning every-

body to keep inside the cars. A

number of shots were fired but no
one was hurt, though by tbi3 time
the passengers had become excited
by the fusillade and some of the
more daring ones threw open the
windows to learn the cause of the
firing.

The robbers then went to the ex
press car. They found the doors
tightly barred by Messenger E. F
Critch field and bis helper, H. Mur
ray, and were unable to force an en
trance by persuasion or threats.
They were supplied with dynamite
and by its use the door of the ex-

press car was shattered and an en-

trance gained. Messenger Crutch-fiel-

was told that thoy would blow

him up if he did not open the doors
to the safes.

THE MEN" NO GREEN HANDS.

After demurring for a time the
messenger obeyed and opened the
safes. The men got every cent of
money that was in the car. Their
demand for the way bill, when the
express messenger declared that one
safe was empty, and a remark that
they made to the fireman, caution-

ing him about disconnecting the
e tubes when he uncoupled

the engine on their demand, show
that some members of the gang had
been railroad bands at some time or
other. Besides, after the engim was
uncoupled it was boarded by the
robbers and run by them until near
Widewater station, a short distance
from the site of the hold-up- , where
they abandoned it and sent it ahead
running wild. It ran until a coal
chute was reached, where it was
wrecked. The train was left stand-

ing until an engine was brought on
from Quantico.

ine train remained at tne scene
of the robbery fully two and a half
hours, and arrived here at 1:19 a.
m., and later proceeded to New
York. The door of the express car
showed evidence of the dynamite
It was, however, allowed to proceed
to New York, and the expresst
man,Crutchfield, who was in charge,
accompanied it.

The robbers made off with their
booty in the direction of the Poto
mac river, where, it is supposed,
they had a boat in waiting to take
them to the Maryland side. None
of the robbers entered the passen-
ger coaches.

the express messenger's story.
Express Messenger Crutchfiold

thinks the booty secured was $150,- -

000 or more. He gave this account
of the robbery : "But ooe robber en
tered the car. He was of a heavy build
and dressed like a farmer, although
he seemed to thoroughly under- -

stand the express business. He
had a red handkerchief over the
lower part of his face. When the
train was stopped I opened the door
of my car. The robber fired and
shot at me. I tired back and clos
ed the door. He called, 'open the
door.' I did not do it. 'O.oen
that door or I'll blow the whole car
to pieces with dynamite,' he called.
Then he threw a stick of dynamite.
It struck the door and shattered it
and the casing. The force knocked
me off my feet. I then opened the
iloor. Ono robber came in and
made me open the safe. He took
everything. There was one pack
age which he must have thought
contained only papers, for he threw
it into the box. It contained $6,- -

000. Then he said, 'Open that
other safe. "That is simply a dead-
head safe,' I said. 'The it is,'
he roared.

It. li. ranthorn.

J. D. Morris, Esq., Mexico, Mo.

Suver, Or., Oct. 11. Dear Joe
1 am here at brother Fisk's, who
has a store at this little town. Su
ver is on the west side of the railroad
about 12 miles from Corvallis.
Was out to Mattie Evans' yesterday.
Mattie is brother Will's second
daughter; they live 14 miles from
here at the foothills. Ate nice
blackberries there yesterday from

the bush; they were large and fine;

they grow to such perfection here
and in such abundance ; there is no

market for them ; bushels dry up on

the vine. Thousands and thousands
of pears and apples are now rotting
on the ground. As you pass
along the road you Bee the grouud
under the orchard trees literally cov
ered with delicious fruit ; no market
for it and not worth picking up
The great drawback to this country
is the want of a market for what they
raise. What does it matter if they
raise enough to feed the world if

they can't get it to the market? One
of the great industries of this state
now is hop raising. I visited a hop
house yesterday. It is very inter
esting to see how they dry and bale
them. On the drying floor, say
30x40 feet square, the hops, I sup
pose, are two to three teet thick on
6lats and heated from below by a

furnace. Like everything else in
Oregon hops are now low, selling
for about 7 cents per pound; have
been known sell as high as $1 per
pound. I understand they plant
them 7 to 8 feet apart and one vine
has produced a dollar's worth of
hops. Tell those doubting Thom-

ases, who wrote me those vile letters
about the cherries years ago, to
make the calculation and see at
that rate how long it would take 40
acres of Missouri land to pay off the
national debt and do other things
suggested by them concerning the
cherries. The rainy season has not
set in yet but they are looking for
it any time and preparing for it.
The steam saw mills are now going
around sawing up the wood and
putting it in wood houses; they all
do this the same as preparing feed
for stock in Missouri in winter. In
winter here it rains all the time ; it
rains 40 days and 40 nights. As one
of our old citizens used to say "it
rains with a continued cease." The
house tops, the fences and the
branches of trees are covered with
moss caused by continued wet
weather.

Wheat, the principal product of
this country, is 32 cents per bushel
Times are extremely hard here; no
money, no market, and people much
discouraged. Lands have depreci
ated in value very much in the last
few years. The air is still clear here
in the valley. In winter it will be
foggy, and one has now a fine view
of the mountains all round; the
scenery is grand. The other day
from our position I could see the
snow-cappe- d mountains of Rainier,
Ilord, Adams and Hellene, lifting
their giant peaks to the skies and
above the flimsy clouds that hung
about their sides.

Men Willi 84,000 W ill Soon Have to
I'aj Tribute Under tlie Mew Law.

The Collector of Revenue is be-

ginning to look around with an eye
to locating those who have an in-

come of over $4,000 and are there-
fore subject to the income tax.

As yet no instructions have been
received from the Treasury depart-
ment at Washington and conse-
quently it has not been thought nec-

essary to pay any attention to this
part of the new tariff law for the
present. Instructions are expected
about January 1, when, under the
law, it will become the duty of the
collector of internal revenue to in
quire into the financial condition of
every man who is suspected of hav
ing nn income of over $3,500 a year,

Congress seems to have felt that
the law would be evaded and, in or
der that a man might not escape by
saying that his income was a few
hundred dollars less than the re
quired $4,000, made a provision in
the law requiring every man whose
income is within $500 of the
amount, to file a sworn statement of
his exact incoiro. The statement
must be filed with the collector of
internal revenue much the same as
each owner of property makes his
report to the assessor.

The State Superintendent of
Public Schools has issued a lengthy
circular calling upon the schools of
Missouri to properly observe Libra
ry Day, which ia Nov. 30. He also
suggests that this occasion be taken
to add books to the various libraries
in existence.

the Two California Train Robbers
Sntle a Fortune Each in a Might.

San Fkancisco, October 1'5.

The outlaws who held up the South-

ern Pacific Oregon overland train
a few miles west of Sacramento late
Thursday night and looted the
Weils Forgo company express car
secured over 50,000. They seem
to have eluded the officers and
escaped with their plunder, which
was nearly nil in gold coin and con-

sequently a heavy burden.
Beyond the mere supposition that

the bandits are railroad men who
have liet-- n in the employ of the
Southern Pacific and the supposi-
tion is based only on their appar-

ent familiarity with railroad methods
and their ability to successfully
handle a locomotive the pursuing
officials have nothing to work upon.

When inquiry was made, yester
day morning, at the general office

of the Wells-Farg- company in this
city as to the amount stolen, Man
ager Cooper declined to stato how
much plunder the robbers secured,
declaring that it was simply a mat
ter between the express company
and the consignees of the treasure.
lie relused positively to give any
information to the point. Later,
however, the teoulhern faciuc is-

sued a circular offering a reward of
$10,000 for the arrest of the two
robbers and the recovery of the
plunder. In this circular it is stated
that the bandits plundered the ex
press car of over $50,000 iu gold
The circular announces that the
Southern Pacific company and the
Wells-Farg- o company would pay
$2,500 for the capture of each rob
ber and $5,000 for the recovery of

the money, or a proportionate
amount for any part of the whole
The shrewdest detectives in the
West are beginning to gather and
every clew is being followed, every
mark examined, every theory con
sidered.

Two of the sacks secured by the
bandits contained $20,000 in gold
each. In the third sack of gold was
$10,000. The fourth sack was full
of silver, and it is presumed the
full booty of the robbers was be-

tween $51,000 and $53,000. Where
the money was to go the Wells
Fargo officials did not say. The
weight of the plunder was so great
that it is supposed the bold maraud
ers must have cached it near the
place where they left the engine.

tive. The obiect of the law, of
course, is to prevent as far as possi
ble the improper use of money in in
fluencing the voter, though its only
practical effect will be to reduce the
amount so used to the absolute min
imum of expenditures for legitimate
and necessary purposes. Under this
law no candidate for any office in
this state is allowed to expend in
securing either nomination or elec
tion more than $100 for 5,000 votes
or less; for each 100 voters over
5,000 and under 25,000, $2; for each
100 voters over 25,000 and under
5,000, $1 and for each 100 voters
over 50,000, 50 cents "the number
of voters to be ascertained by the
total number of votes cast for all the
candidates for such office at the last
preceding regular election held to fill

the same, and any payment, contri-

bution or expenditure, or promise,
agreement or offer to pay,contribute
or expend any money or valuable
thing in excess of 6aid sum, forsuclvj
objects or purposes, is hereby de-

clared unlawful." Laws 1893, p.
160.

The violation of this law is de-

clared a misdemeanor and the guilty
person, whether he be a candidate or
the friend of a candidate, is subject
to imprisonment in jail for not less
than one mouth and not more than
one year. The candidates and all
party manaeers are watching each
other closely with the view of check-

ing future violations of the new law
by reporting all violators to the
Grand Jury for indictment, and this
being the case the greatest caution
and secrecy mark the movements of
candidates and their advisers.
