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Champ Clark on Silver.

LAMAR, Mo,, May 23.—Yielding to a
request from a large number of citi-
zens, ox-Congressman Charap Clark,
between lectures, delivered a rousing
address here last night on silver to an
enthusinstic audience, which flled the
Opera House to overtlowing. He did
not ruince matters, but expressed him-
gelf in a manner impossibie of misun-
derstanding or of double construction.
He said that the keynote of his speech
was this sentence: “The financial
legislation of this country from 1561 to
the present time, taken all in all, is the
greatest outrage perpetrated on afree
people.” In that spirit he spoke for
two hours; and, judging from the ap-
plause which he received, it was evi-
dent the peoplo were in touch with
him.

As to ratios he said: “1 am in favor
of the free and unlimited coinage of
silverat 16 to 1. That was the ratio
when the unpardonable crime of 1573
was committed and if we really intend
to redress that unpardonable wrong,we
ghould restore silver to its place of
ancient honor in the monetary system
of the world. We can make & better
fight on that ratio than any other. We
have jstice, right, honor and patriot-
jsm on our side. [t appealsa tothe
heart of the people, becanse silver has
always been the money of the people.
During the extra session of Congress
in 1808, the Democrats of the South
and West, in good falthh and o pre-
serve party barmony and maintain
party Democratic supremacy if possi-
ble, voted for ratios ranging allthe
way from 16 to 1to 20to 1, andjwe did
not get many more votes forthe high-
est than for the lowest ratios —which
demonstrated thoroughly to any mind
that there {8 no sense in splitting bhairs
about ratios, because the Eastern men
do not Intend to have silver at any
ratio, If they can prevent it by fair
means or foul. L2t no man deceive
himself as to the situstion. Itis the
romorseless purpose of the gold gang,
whoss headquarters are in Lombard
Street, London, and Wall Street, New
York, to establish gold monometallism
for their own selfish ends, vo matter
how much misery and banlruptey it
inflicta on the great body of the peo-
ple. They call themselves ‘interna-
tional bimetallists.” [t is not the firat
instance in which people have played
the part of woives in sheeps’ cloth-
ing. Napoleon said: ‘Scratch a Rus-
gian and you'll strike a Tartar.” 1 say,
‘Seratch an international bimetallist
and you'll hear the clink of a gold
bug's wings.’

“The entire programme of the gold
gang is to retire and cancel the 3346,-
000,000 of greenbacks outstanding and
to lssue gold bonds in lieu thereof; to
retire and cancel all outstanding silver
notes and silver certificates and lssue
gold bonds in their stead; toabsolute-
ly stop the coinage of silver, and to
take away from the silver now in cir-
culation its legal tender guality. Then
will begin the reign of the plutocrat,
the evil consequences of which no
man can measure.

“Let it never be forgotten that a
silver dollar was worth 103 cents in
gold the day it was demonetized. If
demonetizing silver in 1573 put it
down, why won’t remonetizing silver
in 1566 put it up? Tt's u poor rule that
don't work both ways.

“Of course it would be a great thing
it silver could be remonetized by com-
mon consent of all nations; but Eng-
land will never consent. Never. If
other nations won't consent, then I
am in favor of going it alone. Ouar
forefathers didn't ask for an interna-
tional agreement to establish repre-
sentative government on tais conti-
nont and if we are animated by the
spirit of the men who achieved Amer-
ican liberty,we will not ask the consent
of anybody to establish whatever
monetary system we please. What
we need most is s declaration of a
financial independence. That there is
not enongh gold in the worll to satisfy
the demand for primary money is a
matter of common knowledge. Some-
body must make the start. Why not
the United States? We bave the great-
ost possible interest in the matter,
and we will not bealone. At the Brus-
uels conference France wsald to the
American  representatives: ‘You
were first to demonetize silver in 1873
and we followed your lead. Now, re-

monetize it and we'll follow your lead
again.’ It's our duty and should be
our pleasure. This the strongest
nation on the globe and should lead

the van instead of bringing up the rear
in the work of redeeming the people
from the slavery which the Roths-
childs and Belmonts and thelr leuten-
ants would fasten upon the masses."’
As to the Presidency he said: “1
am for Silver Dick Bland for President.,
Hae is the logical and inevitable candi-
date. He would be his own platform.
e would need no one to vouch for
him. He is & plain man of the plain
people and would make a plain, old-
fashioned Andrew Jackson chief mag-
Istrate. In electing him we'd know
what we're getting. He's henest asthe
day is long, brave na Julius Cmesar, ab-
solutely faithful to his principles, and
would restore the Government to the
simplicity of Jefferson and the purity
of Monroe, He would sweep the land
. Irom sea to sen,"

As 10 a state convention he said:
“The people want it and they will have
it. The best thing the State Commit-
toe can do is to call it immediately.
What possible harm it conld do for the
Democrats of Missourl to get together
n this crisls of the party’s fato and
take counsel together is one of those
things which passeth all human un-
derstanding.”

BEYAN ON CARLISLE.

How the Nebraskan Pulls the Record
on the Kentuckian.

SPRINOFIELD, Mo., May 23.—Hon.
W. J. Bryan, who lectured in this city
last evening, was asked: *“What do
you think about Carlisle’s speech at
Covington?"'

He said: “Mr. Carlisle at Coving-
ton is a8 much different from Mr.
Carlisle in 1575 as it is possible for him
to be. He stated that upon some
things advocated in his speech in 1578
he had changed his mind, but failed to
mention the partioular part of the
speech of 1878 upon which his mind
had changed, and we were left in
doubt u#s to what part he repudiates.
He said, in 1878, that he favored the
Bland bill, because it would put at
least #2,000,000 per month into eircu-
lation, and the relief would be much
greater if the maximum 84,000,000
could be coined, yet he is large'y re-
sponsible for the repeal of the Sher-
man law, which put into circulation
about $4.000,000 per month, and he is

condition, under which no silver at all
is being put into circulation, either by
purchase or otherwise.

“In 1878 Mr. Carlisle criticised Sec-
retary Sherman, and said that if the
Secretary of the Treasury, or the per-
son who had charge of enforcing the
law, was ‘in sympathy with the strug-
gling masses, who produce the wealth
and pay the taxes of the country,
rather than with the idle holders of
idle capital,’ the benefit received from
the law would be much greater. In
this he recognized the difference
between ‘idle holders of idle capital®
and ‘the struggling masses.’ Mr.
Carlisle, at that time, spoke for ‘the
struggling masses," and accused Mr.
Sherman of representing the ‘idle
holders of idle capital.’

“Mr. Sherman and Mr, Carlisle are
now in perfect agreement,and it would
be interesting to have Mr. Carlisle
state whather Mr. Sherman is at last
in sympathy with the ‘struggling
masses,’ or whether Mr. Carlisle is in
sympathy with ‘idle holders of idle
capital.’

“In 1878 Mr, Carlisle said that the
increase in the currency weuld bring
prosperity to all, including the labor-
ing men, He now says that the labor-
ing people would suffer most from the
free coinage of silver.

“#The laboring men themselves have
sent a petition to Congress in behalf
of the free coinage of silver at 16 to 1.
1 am inclined to think that the labor-
ing men know better what they need
than Mr. Carlisle.”

BOIES FOR FREE COINAGE.

Iowa’s ex-Governor Declares His Po-
gition un the Financial Question.

ALToN, lowa, May 22.—In a letter
to the Alton Democraf, ex-{iovernor
Boies, of lowa, comes out for free
coinage of silver at a ratio of 16 to 1
without waiting for any international
action. Boies said:

“It is idle to expect the masses of
American people to wait for the co-
operation of foreign nations before
they settle this question. They have
no faith in such aremedy. They have
taken the matter into their own hands
and they will settle it one way or an-
other so far as thisa country is con-
cerned in the next national election
that is held. If unrestricted coinage
of silver follows and the result is all
that gold monometallists predict, the
consequences, if evil, should not be
charged to the friends of free coinage
of both metals. They did not seek the
issue. Allthat they asked was honest
bimetallism, with reasonable safe-
guards for maintaining the parity of
the two. This has been denied them
upon false grounds, as I believe that
no possible legislation could affect that
end. I frankly admit that if the ques-
tion is to be narrowed to the single
issne of gold monometallism on one
side or unconditional free coinage of
both metals at the old ratio on the
other, I am in favor of free coinage,
because [ believe it will at least be the
beginning of a broadened financial sys-
tem that will, if necessary, be so per-
fected in the near future as to give us
an absolutely safe and sonnd currency,
the foundation of which will be, legal-
ly at least, and, I believe, practically,
the equal use of both gold and silver
as a money of redemption.

A Visit to the Aristoeratic 0ld Man-
sion at Biloxi.

From Huarper's Magazine.

By the wood road the back of Beau-
voir is first reached, and is found to
be a tract of 10 acres, devoted to the
cultivation of the scuppernong grape.
The vineyard is a scene of disorder
and neglect. The rude arbors are rot-
ting and falling apon the vines, and
the young persimmon and pecan trees
that have been set out there are en-
dangered by the weeds that grow
riotously,to exaggerate the suggestion
of desolation. The mansion is around
a bend of the road, commanding the
dark blue gulf, from behind ample
grounds whose fence separates the
place but does not hide its beauties
from the white beach drive that skirts
the water. The gate was tied up, and
the honse was closed, so that had it
been pointed out to me as a haunted
he. , abandoned by its owners, the
scene presented there would have
heen exactly accounted for.

It has been a noble place, and could
be made so again with little trouble
and expense. No house that [ have
seen in the South is more eloguent
of the full possibilities of the aristo-
cratic baronial life of the planter be-
fore the war. To look upon it even
now is to recall & thousand tales and
anecdotes of the elegant life, the hos-
pitality, and the comfort of the old
regime. The main house isa great,
square, low building, with a gallery on
three sides, reached by a broad, high
flight of steps. A great and beautiful
door leads to & wide central hallway,
through which one could see, when
the house was open, either the blue
gulf and distant islands in front, or the
great oaks with their funeral drapery
of Spanish moss in the rear, Two
other similar but smaller houses stand,
like heralds of the old hospitality, a
little forward on either side of the
mansion. Both are square, red-roof-
ed,one-story miniatares of the manor-
house. Each has ite roof reaching out
to form a broad porch in front. One
is the bachelory’ quarters, for guests
and relatives of that unhappy per-
sunsion, and the other is Mr. Davis’
library and retreat. There everything
is as he loved to have it around him
when he sat indoors, and out on the
beach is the ruin and wreck of a seat
under some live oaks where he used
to sit and look upon the Lroad water
and reflect upon his extraordinary
and most active life.

mansion collected in its shadow —the
kitchen, the servants' quarters, the
dairy and the others.

I went into the little library
building and saw his books, his pie-
tures, his easy chair and table, and-
behind the main room—his tiny bed-
room aund ante-room, the bedroom
being <o small that it could accommo-
date no larger bed than the mere cot
which is shoved against the window.

Thither came constant visitors, for
it was “the thing to do” in Biloxi
far too much so for the privacy and
comfort of the family, I suspect; bat
it is recollected that Mr. Davis de-
lighted in showing his library to all
who called after 12 o'clock moon.
The main house was seen only by
those who bad a claim upon his af-
fections. I visited it and found it
made up of noble rooms and decora-
ted beautifully with fresco work, But
nearly all the furniture. and orna-
ments and pictures were packed up or
covered as if ready for removal. The
effect upon my mind was sad and al-
most tragic, and I hastened from the
widespread scence of havoc and of
neglect, which even threatens the
house iteelf.

footed, asked for his breakfast and
ulso asked where his wife was. After
breakfast Mr. Klote told him he must
leave, but he said he would not dare

| go in daylight, but would at night.

Deputy Sherift J. W. Young took
Wm. Weleh, . H. Fleming, Wm.
Clayton and Paul Drake and silently
slipped out of thecity. 'They had to
drive fifteen miles. When they got
there they quietly surrounded the
house and barn, but Owens discovered
them and shof atone of the party
twice before monnting his horse. He
then mounted and tried to escape,

shooting as he ran.

There was a lively battle, and by the
time he got out of the barn and 100
yards away he fell from his horse dead.
AL 6:30 last evening Sherilf Young
came slowly driving into town with
the body of his prisoner. Owens was
shot through the body twice with Win-
chester rifle balls.

None of the officers were injured. 1t
is thought he had returned to kill his
wife. There was a re of 5600 for
the capture of Owens, dead or alive.

The Owens mentioned in the above
news dispatch lived in this county, on
the old Jack Rodgers farm, 7 miles
northeast of Mexico, up to about two
yeara ago. Owens has & brother a
resident of this county now. He was
known as & tough character in the
neighborhood where he lived.

Thirty-three years ago, on May 23,
1862, the battle of Lewisburg, Va., was
fought.
